This paper takes the elementary school of Chonglan School in Indonesia as the
research object, and makes a comprehensive study on the basic situation of Chinese
teachers 'teaching, the situation of students' learning, the curriculum of the school and
the teaching materials. The author investigates the 11 Chinese teachers and 314
students of the elementary school in the school by means of the practice survey and
the questionnaire survey and interview. Finally, the author uses the quantitative
statistics and analysis method to show the truth of the Chinese teaching in the school.

The specific contents of this paper are as follows: The first chapter is the
introduction, including the reason of the topic, the object and the content of the study,
the purpose of the study and the research review;The second chapter is the research
method, including the questionnaire design and the interview outline design. The third
chapter is the investigation and analysis of Chinese teaching in the elementary school,
including Chinese teachers, students' Chinese learning, Chinese textbooks, Chinese
teaching management and curriculum setting. The fourth chapter is the problems and
improvement of Chinese teaching in primary schools Suggest. The last is a summary
of the full text.

The survey results show that the overall situation of Chinese teaching in
Chongwen Primary School is better, but there are still some problems. Teachers are
related to the problems: Chinese teachers are young, lack of experienced and high
quality teachers; teaching tasks are more serious; compensation standards is not
complete; Chinese teachers and Indonesian Chinese teachers are different problems,
the lack of stability of Chinese teachers, the lack of effective classroom media,
Teachers of the high demands on students, leading students to fear the hardships;
Indonesian Chinese teachers, low income level of instability, professional loyalty is
not high, teaching methods than a single. Student problems: loose classroom rules,
learning attitude is not correct; lack of learning interest, lack of initiative; lack of
language environment; learning motivation is not strong. The problem of teaching
materials: interesting is not high, practicality is not strong. School management and
curriculum issues: learning too much, learning time is tight; for students lack of
Chinese activities, lack of training for teachers; interest classes and HSK test guidance

class role is not enough.



ABSTRACT

In response to these questions, some suggestions are made for schools, teachers,
students and parents. Schools should strengthen the training of teachers, introduce
more experienced teachers, appropriate to improve the treatment of teachers; schools
should also strengthen the student style of study, discipline construction and
management, select the appropriate teaching materials, set a more reasonable course.
Teachers should pay attention to their own teaching strategies and teaching details,
improve the level of teaching; teachers should also stimulate students to learn Chinese
interest, and strengthen classroom management; appropriate additions and deletions to
modify the teaching materials. Students should improve their seif-discipline and
learning ability. Parents also need to create a good language environment; pay more

attention to the child's growth and learning.
