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TEACHER ROLES IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE INSTRUCTION

Abstract: The main participants in the learning process are the teacher and the students. They are equal partners in
this process, because the success and effectiveness of the teaching and learning in the classroom do not depend only
on the teacher. Even though it is the teacher who plans and organizes the lessons as well as motivates and
encourages students to learn, in order to acquire the necessary knowledge and develop the competences needed to
use the language outside the classroom, students cannot be passive recipients of the information transmitted by the
teacher. On the contrary, they need to become actively engaged, to take initiative and to become responsible for their
own learning. In such an atmosphere of active involvement, participation, cooperation and collaboration, the teacher
and the students can have many different roles. These roles largely depend on the context of learning, the beliefs and
assumptions of both teachers and learners, their expectations and so on.This paper focuses on the roles of teachers in
foreign language instruction.
