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Abstract
Learning  sources  and  learning  media  are  important  references  in  selecting  appropriate learning  messages  and  determining  student’s  activities.  Goal  achievements  on  religious education in elementary school have a strong relationship with our latest curriculum, provision of learning sources, learning media, and applied learning approaches. Previous research conducted by Budiningsih et.al. (2009) showed that text books of religious education for elementary school have not been written based on cognitive-structural dialogical-communicative approaches involving interaction of faith. Its contents are lack of creativity and spontaneity, lack of developing student’s sympathy and reverence to the others, lack of building student’s awareness in managing and loving the environment, lack of giving comprehension that religion was never about laws and rules but heartiness and grace.

This research and development utilizes Borg and Gall (1983), C. M. Reigeluth (1987), and

Arief S. Sadiman (2007) procedures, which are combined with E. L. Criswell & Luther model. Research was conducted at several painting and sculpture studios, also  at public and private elementary schools in Yogyakarta. Information was collected from related substance experts, media experts, religion teachers dan elementary students. Data collection was done by documentations, interviewings, questionnaires, conferences, and observations. Gathered data are learning aspects, substances, and medias. Research credibility was conducted by observations and coupled interviews, focused discussions and reflections, and peer briefings. All data then were analyzed with quantitative and qualitative description technique.

This research produces learning  multimedia (2010) and  media Kit  (2011) of Elementary School’s Religious Education themed ”I love my environment”, ”We all can do it”, ”We all are friends”, ”I feel peaceful”, as supplement of learning messages which were not delivered in text books. Media development utilizes cognitive-structural dialogical-communicative involving faith interaction, hence student’s faith is developing gradually into autonomous faith. In addition to assisst  teachers  in  delivering  complicated  and  abstract  substances,  the  medias are designed particularly to fulfill real objectives of elementary school’s religious education. The result shows that media Kit is performed well hence categorized as satisfactory and very satisfactory. Production process of media is realtively simple. The product is lightweight, shock resistant and hardly being broken. It has good elasticity, faster paint drying, maximum reduction of dried paint layers (resulted on thinner layers) hence its contours and details are not affected. It also possesses longer lifetime and resistance to chemical corrosion, possess bright colors, but the molding process is harder and more expensive.In the third year (2012) the research will be focused on measuring the effectivity of religious education learning multimedia and media Kit which have been developed by quasi experiments. It will be disseminated later to several districts along with the registration of product’s copyright.
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
