KING: What do you do with C-Cap (ph) in Georgia? Don't you work with young
girls?

FONDA: GCAP, yes. And boys. Girls and boys. We have been around 12 1/2
years now. And what we learned is if you want young people to not engage in risky
behavior, you have to give them hope. Hope is the best contraceptive. They have to see
a future for themselves that will be compromised by risky behavior, whether it's getting
pregnant, having babies too soon, drugs, whatever.

And so we do programs that give them hope in the future. We kind of wrap our
arms around them and show them that there's health care in the future, that there's a
bank account in their future, that there's jobs, that there's self-expression.

And there were 90 people there and I have never met George Clooney, although |
lived in Beverly Hills and his aunt Rosemary Clooney I knew very well and her kids
were friends with my kids growing up in Beverly Hills but I had never met George.

And, at that party it was at the Four Seasons, I was sitting, I think [ was talking to
Lesley Stahl and somebody came up behind me and put his hands very hard on my
shoulders, so I couldn't kind of turn around. And I finally got around like this and it was
George Clooney. And so I hopped up and I said, "Oh, George, George, I'm so glad
finally to meet you and congratulations on your thing and your three nominations and
your this." And he was going "Yes, yes, yes" waiting for me to get through it (12.04.06 M).

KING: Do you like subordinates to be open? By that I mean would you like
a subordinate, a member of the Joint Chiefs of Staff to say "I think you're wrong"?

And, I can't tell you how many times people come in and say "Well, my view
is this and I think that." And they discuss things openly. It's utter nonsense to suggest
that — some people think this place runs by command. It doesn't. It's by consent. It's
persuasion.

Now, in the military line they'll do what you say but in terms of moving this
institution you do that through persuasion and discussion and debate and learning.

There's no one smart enough to do this job (25.05.06 M).
