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Abstract

Introduction: The aim of this study was to compare the personality traits and social skills
of psychiatric residents with residents of surgery and orthopedics and gynecologys,
internal medicine and pediatrics, radiology.

Method: This is a descriptive comparative study. The statistical population in this study
includes all psychiatric residents with residents of surgery and orthopedics and
gynecology, internal medicine and pediatrics, radiology of Kerman University of Medical
Sciences in 1398-1399. The sample size was 95 by available method and based on
Morgan table. Research data were collected based on questionnaires of personality traits
and social skills which reliability and validity were measured. For data analysis, SPSS 24
software was used with anova statistical test.

Results: The results showed that there is a significant difference between personality
traits and social skills of psychiatric residents with residents of surgery and orthopedics
and gynecology, internal medicine and pediatrics, radiology. Residents of internal
medicine, pediatrics and psychiatry have higher social skills. In radiology residents, they
have lesser psychoticism and extroversion and more receptive and responsible.
Extraversion is more common in psychiatric residents, and more receptive in internal
medicine and pediatric residents.

Conclusion: It can be said that personality traits and social skills are different in students

according to their field of study.
