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Abstract

Background and Aim Measuring: The present study was performed to
translate and determine the validity and reliability of the WHO oral
health self-assessment questionnaire.

Materials and Methods: This study was conducted in Kerman, iran
(1399) by random sampling method. The data collection tool was the
Persian version of the oral health self-assessment questionnaire. The
validity of the structure was assessed by measuring the relationship
between the total scores of the questionnaire and personal perception
indices of oral health status, satisfaction with oral health status, number
of natural teeth and its reliability by calculating Cronbach's alpha
coefficient and modified item-total index.

Results: 580 people participated in this study. The agreement between
the study participants' answers to the question about the number of their
teeth with the dentist's calculation was 0.63 (p <0.000). Also, the
relationship between DMFT index and oral health questions was
significant. Cronbach's alpha for the questionnaire was 0.852. Also, the
correlation between the participants' answers after 2 weeks for the
questionnaire questions was between 0.697-1 and factor analysis of risk
factors related to oral health and oral problems in the field of food and
tobacco consumption He explained alcohol well, but the scope of oral
problems could not be fully integrated.

Conclusion: The Persian version of the self-assessment oral health
questionnaire is an accurate, valid, reproducible and citationable tool for

assessing oral health in the general population.
