Resume — In recent years, attempts to extend protectionism policies to a wide area of international relations be-
tween developed and developing countries, including the largest economies in the world, have become increasingly
noticeable. Along with the “currency wars”, this forms a new reality, the peculiarity of which is to increase the level of
uncertainty of economic development. To reduce uncertainty, new (modernized) mechanisms for the integration interac-
tion of actors are needed, especially within the framework of regional economic associations. Research in this area is
particularly relevant in the first quarter of the 21st century.

Introduction.The hypothesis of the study: the pace and direction of development of the mechanisms of regional
economic associations subjects’ integration interaction the largely determine the dynamics of the effectiveness of their
(subjects) coordinated functioning, providing an increase in the total synergistic effect. The modernization of the mech-
anisms of interaction between participants allows overcoming barriers to the movement of goods and capital, which
additionally arise in connection with the expansion of the practical application of protectionism policies. As a criterion
for assessing the effectiveness of the functioning of “hard” and “soft” mechanisms of interaction, the authors propose
using the level of transaction costs of different types interaction between actors of regional associations.

Main article. The subjects of regional economic associations, their economic and political interests, the relative ne-
gotiating power, determined by the scale of the national economy and other factors form the substantial basis of the
mechanism of actors’ integration interaction. An increase in the complexity and mobility of the external and internal
environment of regional associations necessitates the development of mechanisms for the interaction of entities.

The purpose of the article is to identify the structure and functions of the mechanisms of subjects of regional eco-
nomic associations’ integration interaction, the directions of their development, modernization, from the standpoint of
their importance for the quantitative and qualitative growth of the interaction effect of the actors of associations, in-
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crease the degree of certainty, predictability of economic development. The main research question is — what criterion
can we evaluate the effectiveness of the functioning of “hard” and “soft” mechanisms of interaction between actors of
regional economic associations.

One of the most important directions in the development of mechanisms of integration interaction, according to the
authors, is the improvement of its institutional base. The relationship between institutions and mechanisms is as follows.
Institutions are the "rules of the game", enshrined normatively by the participants of the regional association. They, as a
rule, have a "frame" character, allow you to create a resource base for the association, form its structure (including gov-
erning bodies), and lay the foundations for the interaction of participants. Particularly important is the system of re-
strictions that participants take on voluntarily. The problems of the functioning of institutions are largely related to their
adequacy of the current economic and political situation, their inertia, the conservatism of their subjects, in the context
of rapid changes of an economic and technological nature. Formal institutions allow the formation and use of both
“hard” (deterministic) and “soft” (conditionally determined) mechanisms of interaction of actors.

Some researchers mistakenly include (in our opinion), normative acts of a regional association in the list of mecha-
nisms of actors’ interaction. So, researcher Le Van Ha included in the «<-ASEAN Member State Engagement Mecha-
nisms» framework, among other things, “..declaration on the creation of a single ASEAN Economic Community, as
well as..a plan to promote the development of an integrated capital market”, as well as some other documents [1]. Our
position is that the regulatory documents of a regional association (including those of a framework nature) allow the
association to form the appropriate institutions, but they themselves are not mechanisms of the actors’ interaction.

We criticize the position of A. Anisimov , Popova AA, considering in one row “..financial, institutional, currency ..”
integration mechanisms: «The presented concept takes into account not only economic, political and social integration
mechanisms, but also many others that can explain through combinations of the basic three, for example, such as finan-
cial, institutional, monetary and many others» [2]. This approach seems controversial to us, and should be the subject of
additional research.

Such a statement of the problem necessitates the formation of specific mechanisms for the interaction of APEC ac-
tors that ensure not only the development of a “road map” for relevant projects, but also the coordination of positions on
solving the applied problems of its implementation. The formation of a single integrated logistics system of a regional
association requires a search for the optimal combination of “hard” and “soft” mechanisms of interaction between enti-
ties with different functionalities. In the design stage of the logistics system, in our opinion, mechanisms of the “soft”
type have high potential, and at the stage of decision-making and its implementation, mechanisms of the “hard” type.

The operational activities of actors within the framework of the association are distinguished by the routine nature,
the cyclical nature, the repeatability of the content, and the processes of interaction. This allows you to increase the de-
gree of certainty in the economic development of each of the entities, and their combination. In most cases the structure
of the mechanism and its functions can be considered as a constant. Challenges of a strategic level may necessitate the
modernization of previously formed mechanisms, and in some cases, the restructuring of the institutions of a regional
association.

In the conditions of rapidly gaining protectionism, additional threats arise to the existence of the regional associa-
tions. If the control mechanisms are static, the control subsystem - at a strategic level - gradually becomes not quite ad-
equate to the external and internal conditions of activity. In decisions of a strategic nature, the ideology (vision) of inte-
gration is primary, and only then is a concrete challenge to achieve it. For example, the APEC Trade and Investment
Committee, traditionally attributed to the “working” (rather than “political”) level of association, in fact, takes part not
only in solving problems of the operational level, but also in developing documents related to solving strategic devel-
opment problems APEC.

Some authors consider the essence of mechanisms basing on the determinants of the function of a regional associa-
tion. Researcher Kabun Charumani, for example, connects the “weakness of the APEC governance mechanisms” in the
context of the global financial crisis with the absence of a clearly defined functional of this association” [3]. We believe
that the functions of an association purposefully form its (associations) entities, guided by coinciding (including eco-
nomic) interests. This means that the function is primary in relation to the mechanism, and exists separately. In this con-
text, the mechanism plays a subordinate role, but its effectiveness is independent, and is determined by the combination
of exogenous and endogenous factors.

Managers are interested in having the optimal combination of “hard” and “soft” mechanisms of interaction between
actors in relation to exchange rates, customs regulations, the “common market”, the credit system, and financing of
common projects is difficult to formalize and algorithmize. The position of the authors is as follows. In the context of
expanding protectionism and currency “wars”, it is advisable to use methods of analysis and dissemination of “best
practices” of various regional associations, allowing to reduce the transaction costs of the entities of the associations in
search and achievement of compromises. The transaction costs ratio (as an aggregated indicator), in our opinion, can
serve as a criterion for the effectiveness of various mechanisms of regional economic associations subjects’ interaction.
The authors plan to focus further research in this direction forming of an adequate system of indicators for measuring
the dynamics of transaction costs under the influence of various types of mechanisms.

Conclusion. To solve applied problems, we must distinguish between inertial and innovative ways of developing
mechanisms for the interaction of actors. The first involves increasing the adequacy of the mechanism to the require-
ments of the system, its internal and external environment, but does not require a significant change in the parameters of
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the mechanism. This is possible if the substantial basis of the mechanism does not conflict with the new objectives of
the regional association. If there is a contradiction, there is a need to use an innovative way of development, replace-
ment or deep modernization of outdated mechanisms.
