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Editorial Comment
Only one conclusion can be reached when evaluating 

that recent fiasco called class senator elections— the class 
system of representation in student government is obsolete, 
at least on the UPS campus. Out of an 1800 member student 
body, less than 200 or one-ninth of the students voted in all 
three elections. The fact is that UPS students no longer 
identify with their various classes. Their loyalties lie first and 
foremost with their living groups. This fact becomes evident 
when we note that few students, other than those whose living 
groups were sponsoring candidates, even bothered to attend 
class meetings.

Obviously a more representative and up-to-date method 
of choosing Central Board members is needed. Thus, we 
would suggest the abolishment of class representation on CB 
except for the freshman class. (Freshmen need this extra 
identification to help them ‘adjust’ to the rigors of college 
life!)

Instead of class representatives we would suggest that 
six instead of three delegates-at-large be elected in the Gen­
eral Election.

R u le  O ne : D ec ide  w h e th e r
y o u rs  is a re fo rm  m o ve m e n t o r  a 
re v o lu t io n .  R e fo rm  m ovem en ts  
a im  a t im p le m e n t in g  change in  
a s p e c if ic  a rea o f co llege p o lic y ,  
e.g., soc ia l ru les, fa c u l ty  te n u re , 
c a fe te r ia  food. O nce dem ands 
have been m et, p ro te s t ceases.

R e v o lu t io n a ry  m ovem en ts  a im  
a t im p le m e n t in g  basic changes 
w i th in  the  u n iv e rs ity ,  e.g., res­
ig n a t io n  o f  th e  p re s id e n t, a b o l i ­
t io n  o f  the  bo a rd  o f  trus tees, 
e l im in a t io n  o f classes.

S im i la r ly ,  a p ro je c te d  re v o lu t io n  
can co llapse  i f  a d m in is t ra t io n  a c ­
cep tance  o f s u b s id ia ry  dem ands  
s t if le s  the  e n th u s ia sm  o f its  f o l ­
lowers. W h i le  th e  la t te r  d e ve lo p ­
m e n t is m o re  d is a p p o in t in g  th a n  
the  fo rm e r,  bo th  shou ld  be fo r-  
seen. T h is  leads us in to  o u r  sec­
ond  p o in t.

R u le  T w o :  K n o w  th in e  enem y.
I f  y o u 're  f ig h t in g  fo r  re fo rm , a t 

least d isco ve r w h ic h  in d iv id u a ls  
o r  co m m itte e s  exerc ise  a u th o r i t y  
ove r the  ques tion . H o w  s i l ly  i t  is 
to  f ig h t  a co llege  p re s id e n t fo r  a 
socia l ru les  change d e te rm in e d  by  
the  fa c u lty .  A l l  he has to  do is to  
say, “ W e ll ,  I ’m ju s t  one a m o ng  
m a n y  on th is  issue,”  and  th e n  
w he re  w i l l  you  be?

B y  the  same to ke n , i f  y o u ’ re 
in te re s te d  in  re v o lu t io n , d e te r ­
m in e  w ho  sh o u ld  be ousted. F o r  
exam p le , y o u r  co llege p re s id e n t 
m ay  be an im poss ib le  m an. H e  
m ig h t be su p p o rte d , how ever, by 
an a tro c io u s  board  o f regents o r  
trus tees  in  (he long ru n  i f  you  
th in k  you  can sus ta in  the  b a tt le .

b u t an e q u a l ly  p la u s ib le  a l te rn a ­
t iv e  is to  a im  at issues fo r  w h ic h  
y o u  w o u ld  f ig h t  ir re s p e c t iv e  o f 
p a r t ic u la r  p e rso n a lit ie s .

R u le  T h re e :  K n o w  th in e  
cam pus.

“ T o  k n o w ”  in  th is  ru le  m eans 
to  possess an u n d e rs ta n d in g  o f  the  
m a in  g r ievances  o f  th e  s tu d e n t 
body. In  c r is is  s itu a t io n s , te m p e r ­
a m e n t can be a s ce rta in e d  eas ily , 
b u t th e  n o rm a l lu l l  is less in d ic ­
a tive . I t  is c le a r  th a t  a re fo rm  
m o ve m e n t p ro te s t in g  p o lic ie s  to  
w h ic h  th e  ca m p us  is in d i f fe re n t  
has as m uch  chance  o f  success as 
th e  a n t i - f lo u r id a t io n  f ig h te rs .  T h e  
sam e p r in c ip le  a p p lie s  to  re v o l­
u t io n a r ie s . T h e  A m e r ic a n  R e v o l­
u t io n  m a y  have been fo u g h t 
a ro u n d  th e  D e c la ra t io n  o f  In d e ­
pendence, b u t th e re  was th a t  
business w i th  th e  tea to  get th in g s  
m o v in g .

He received the 1963 A i r  Force Research & Devel­
opment A w ard fo r  his work with ine r t ia l  guidance  
components. Here he answ ers some frequently-asked  
questions about the place o f  college-trained men and  
women in the U.S. A i r  Force.)

Is A i r  Force research really advanced, compared to 
what others are doing? It certa in ly  is. As a m atter o f 
fact, much o f  the w ork being done right now in u n i­
versities and industry had its beginnings in A i r  Force 
research and development projects. A f te r  all. when 
you ’re involved in the development o f  guidance sys­
tems fo r space veh ic les -a  current A i r  Force project 
in A m erica ’s space program —you ’re w ork ing  on the 
fron tie rs  o f knowledge.

W hat areas do A ir  Force scientists get invo lved in?
Practica lly any you can name. O f course the principa l 
aim o f A ir  Force research is to expand our aerospace 
capability . But in carry ing  out this general purpose, 
ind iv idua l projects explore an extrem ely wide range 
o f  topics. “ Side effects”  o f  A i r  Force research are 
often as im portant, scientifically, as the m ain thrust.

H ow  im portan t is the w o rk  a recent graduate can 
expect to do? I t ’s just as im portan t and exciting as his 
own knowledge and sk ill can make it. F rom  my own 
experience, I can say that r igh t from  the start I was 
doing vita l, absorbing research. T h a t’s one o f the 
things that’s so good about an A i r  Force career—it 
gives young people the chance to do m eaningfu l work 
in the areas that really interest them.

W hat iion-seientific jobs does the A i r  Force olfer?
O f course the A i r  Force has a continu ing need fo r 
rated o ff ice rs -p ilo ts  and navigators. There are also

many varied and cha lleng ing adm in is tra tive-m anage­
ria l positions. Remember, the A i r  Force is a vast and 
complex organization. It takes a great many d ifferent 
kinds o f  people to keep it running. But there are two 
u n ifo rm  crite ria : you ’ve got to be in te lligen t, and 
you ’ve got to be w il l in g  to w ork hard.

W hat sort o f  fu tu re  do I have in the A i r  Force? Just
as big as you want to make it. In the A i r  Force, talent 
has a way o f  com ing to the top. It has to be that way, 
i f  we’re going to  have the best people in the righ t 
places, keeping A m erica  strong and free.

W ha t’s the best way to start an A i r  Force career? An
excellent way—the way 1 s ta r te d - is  through A i r  Force 
O fficer T ra in in g  School. OTS is a three-m onth course, 
given at Lackland A i r  Force Base, near San A n ton io . 
Texas, tha t’s open to both men and women. Y ou  can 
apply when you ’re w ith in  210 days o f  graduation, or 
a fte r you ’ve received your degree.

H ow  long w il l  I be com m itted  to serve? F ou r years 
fro m  the time you graduate fro m  O TS and receive 
yo u r commission. I f  you go on to p ilo t o r navigator 
tra in ing , the fo u r  years starts when you ’ re awarded 
you r wings.

Are there o ther ways to become an A i r  Force officer?
I here’s A i r  Force ROTC, active at many colleges 
and universities, and the A i r  Force Academ y, where 
admission is by exam ination  and Congressional ap­
pointm ent. I f  you ’d like more in fo rm a tio n  on any A ir  
Force program , you can get it from  the Professor o f 
Aerospace Studies ( i f  there’s one on your campus) o r 
f ro m  an A i r  Force recru iter.
