A s rural communities face changes in local economies, populations, and workforce needs, what does the next 
generation of residents and workers value and want?

APPROACH
With permission from the school principal, students in grades 6–8 in 
SeDoMoCha Middle School were given a link to an anonymous, elec-
tronic survey in February 2019. Participation was voluntary. SeDoMo-
Cha Middle School had 242 students during 2018-2019, 199 of which 
took the survey for a participation rate of 82%. Every question was op-
tional, so the number of responses varies by question; middle school-
ers had fewer questions to answer.
