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Abstract:

INTRODUCTION: Severe relapsed in orthodontic treatments might be due to lack of
either patients cooperation or practitioner knowledge on utilizing retainer equipments
with consideration of each case. There are cases of malalignment of teeth through facial
growth and developments that must undergo on-time preventive care by orthodontics.
Considering the importance of orthodontic treatments and the effectivity of retainers,
this article would seek assessment of level of dental practitioner’s knowledge about
retainers after orthodontic treatments.

METHOD & MATERIAL.:"« General dentists were asked to contribute in this study.
After finding out their information about their place of practice and their agreement
upon the work, the questionnaire were distributed among them to answer. Collected
data were subjected to be statistically analyzed with SPSS)Y and Pearson’s statistical
correlation test.

The
experience of the participants up to our knowledge indicates that the maximum and
minimum of Y'Y years to ) year (mean 1,% , SD ¢,A ), respectively. Daily activity
participants between )Y hours and a minimum of ¢ hours ( an average of ©,V hours per
day with SD +V/Y ), respectively. Also about the type of their practice of dentists in this
study, most of them ( 22 % ) were active in private offices . Most of the dentists in this
study had an average performance level of awareness and the highest score was ¢ and
Y the lowest . accordingly, the performance of any of the variables considered in the
study , no significant relationship was found.

CONCLUSION: Considering the knowledge and practices of the dentists about the
use of retainers has had a moderate level, To improve and boost the level of knowledge
and practices in this regard, holding persistent educational seminars and programs for
dentists are recommended.
