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Introduction

There are three distinct musculocutaneous flaps that can be

harvested fom the trapezius muscle, making it unique among the
regional muscle flaps that are used in head and neck

reconstruction.

We cover the defect 10 by 18
cm, that was produced by
excision of the occipital extra-
intracranial tumor removal,
thus requiring a more complex
approach. We decide to cover
the defect with the trapezius
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Purpose The decision of the reconstructive technique

should be taken into account with regarding to its
consequences on the affected
anatomical structures, the personal
pathological antecedents and
pre-existing lesions at the level of
the donor area.

Covering the massive defect in the occipital region with the
trapezius inferior myocutaneous flap, avoiding cancer
recurrence and forming an aesthetic appearance

cornified pluristrative squamos cancer with bone destruction
and invasion to confluence sinus and left transverse venous
