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Introducere: Prognosticul pentru viata la pacienti cu tumori maligne ale organelor abdominale in stadii local avansate este extrem
de sarac Tn orice localizare primara. Invazia organelor vecine si a vaselor magistrale de-a lungul deceniilor au fost considerate
nerezecabile din motive tehnice si la fel din motive radicalismului oncologic. Abordarea chirurgicald agresiva va extinde limitele
rezectiei si in asociatie de chimioterapie perioperatorie poate oferi o supravietuire mai mare la aceasta grupa de pacienti.

Material si metode: Am analizat 54 de pacienti cu tumori maligne a organelor abdominale in stadii local avansate cu invazie in organe
vecine, care au suportat rezectii multiviscerale. Din lotul total 12 pacienti au fost diagnosticati de cancer gastric, 24 pacienti cu cancer
colorectal, 18 pacienti cu cancer pancreatic. Scopul principal: rezectie RO a fost atins in 86% cazuri. Mortalitatea postoperatorie 7,4%,
morbiditate 21,4% si sunt direct proportionale cu numarul anastamozelor efectuate in etape de recinstructie.

Concluzii: Morbiditatea si mortalitatea rezectiilor multiorgane este semnificativ mai mare decét rezectii standarde, de aceea necesita
o selectie minutioasa a pacientilor pentru abordare chirurgicala agresiva. Rezectiile multiviscerale au potential curativ si sunt fezabile
in RO. Supravietuirea generala la pacienti in stadiul 1V local avansat dupa rezectii multiviscerala este mult mai lunga fata de pacienti
dupa tratament paliativ. Rezectia multiorganica ofera singura sansa de tratament potential curativ.

FEASIBILITY AND SURGICAL RESULTS OF MULTIVISCERAL RESECTIONS IN ADVANCED PANCREATIC, COLON AND
GASTRIC CANCER

Introduction: The prognosis for life in patients with locally advanced malignant tumors of the abdominal organs is extremely poor
in any primary location. The invasion of adjacent organs and trunk vessels over the decades has been considered unresectable for
technical reasons and also for oncological radicalism. The aggressive surgical approach will extend the limits of the resection and in
the association of perioperative chemotherapy can provide greater survival in this patient population.

Material and methods: We analyzed 54 patients with locally advanced malignant tumors with invasion in neighboring organs, which
underwent multivisceral resections. From the total group 12 patients were diagnosed with gastric cancer, 24 patients with colorectal
cancer, 18 patients with pancreatic cancer. The main purpose: RO resection was achieved in 86% of cases. Postoperative morbidity
7.4%, morbidity 21.4% and are directly proportional to the number of anastamosis performed in stages of reconstruction.
Conclusions: The morbidity and mortality of multiorganic resections is significantly higher than standard resections, therefore requires
careful selection of patients for aggressive surgical approach. Multivisceral resections have curative potential and are feasible in RO.
Overall survival in locally advanced IV patients after multiviscer resection is much longer than patients after palliative treatment.
Multiorgan resection offers the only chance of potentially curative treatment.
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
