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RESUMEN

El cambio climatico es un fendmeno natural, el cual, debido a las acciones del ser
humano, se ha visto acelerado, generando una serie de repercusiones que son
nocivas y puede perjudicar la forma de vida de cada uno de los seres vivos que
habitan el planeta. Esta investigacion se basa en los informes de las Conferencias
de las Partes (COP) de la Convencién Mundial de las Naciones Unidas para el
Cambio Climatico (CMNUCC), en las cuales se juntan distintos paises que son
parte de las Naciones Unidas y buscan dar solucion al avance del cambio
climatico y a las repercusiones previamente mencionadas. Dicha solucidon se basa
en la creacién de medidas, las cuales buscan que se detenga la aceleracion de
dicho fenbmeno, y que los paises o pueblos que son vulnerables o han sido
afectados por estos cambios en el clima puedan adaptarse a estos. Para el
estudio, se plante6 la hipétesis de que debido a que el cambio climético paso6 de
ser una amenaza a una realidad que ya esta presente, el discurso en lo
relacionado a CMNUCC ha variado en las medidas, cambiando de mitigacion a la
adaptacion del cambio climatico. Los objetivos fijados a tratar en el estudio
consisten en describir la evolucion en el discurso sobre el cambio climatico a partir
de los informes, estudiando la evolucién que hubo en estos y entendiendo las
modificaciones que hubo, considerando el contexto en el que fueron generados.
Para efecto de la investigacion y poder comprobar la hipétesis, se hizo un analisis
cualitativo de los informes, teniendo como principal material de estudio los
informes de las COP, a partir de los cuales se hizo un analisis de discursos y un
estudio de casos de lo que en estos se plasmaba, generando estadisticas de
frecuencia de repeticion de términos y analizando bases de datos creadas a partir
de informacién relevante recopilada a partir de estos, pudiendo obtener tendencias
de uso de términos clave y entender los contextos en los que fueron usados. Con
los resultados obtenidos en esta investigacion, se obtuvo informacion de que las

medidas de adaptacién no reemplazan a las de mitigacién, sino que se suman y
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se complementan, haciendo mas eficiente las acciones para el clima mundial de
las partes de la CMNUCC.
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ABSTRACT

Climate change is natural phenomenon, which due to human activities has been
accelerated and intensified, creating a series of repercussions that are dangerous
and can harm the way that every living creature lives in the planet. This research is
based on the reports of the Conference of the Parts (COP) of the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCC), in which countries of all over
the world that are part of the United Nations come together to seek a solution for
the development of climate change and its consequences. Said solution is based
on the creation of measures that are made to stop the acceleration of climate
change and that the different countries and villages that are vulnerable or that have
been affected by the changes in the climate have a better chance at adapting to it.
The hypothesis proposed for the investigation is that since climate change went
from a threat to something that is already a reality, the speech related to the
UNFCC has variated in its measures, changing from mitigation to adaptation of the
climate change. The objectives proposed for the study consist on describing the
evolution that has been on the speech related to climate change based on the
reports, studying the changes that have been made over the years and
understanding why they were made, considering the context they were generated
on. For matters of the investigation and to try to prove the hypothesis, a qualitative
analysis was made, with its principal study material being the reports of the COPs,
from which an analysis of speech was made, accompanied by a study of cases,
with which statistics were made based on the frequency of repetition of different
chosen words and a database was created from relevant information that was
collected from them, obtaining the tendency of the use of the words and the
understanding of the context in which they were used. With the results obtained in
the investigation, the information reached proves that the measures of adaptation
do not replace the measures of mitigation, on the contrary, they complement each
other, making the action for the global climate of the parts of the UNFCC more

efficient.
