Modern development of Ukraine and its integration into European and world
space, the desire to improve the operational efficiency of the transport system requires
a clear understanding of and compliance with international norms and standards in
technical, economic, social, organizational and information fields

Production problems in general and its relationship with important
scientific objectives

Given the role played by transport complex in the economy of each state, it
can not remain aloof from the objective of internationalization of the economy, which
has in recent years one of the predominant trends within the world. In the transport
sector of the European Community directly employs more than 10 million workers,
representing 4.5% of the total number of employees and represents 4.6% of gross
domestic product. Each year an average of 13.2% every family budget is spent on
transport [1]. The lack of an established transport sector - both in national and ethnic
scale, will not function normally any international economic grouping.

Analysis of recent research and publications, in which a solution of this
problem and relied upon by State control in the railway field has led to a decrease in
flexibility of control and loss of competitiveness compared to road transport. The fate
of rail transport in total traffic has fallen by 30% [2].

Intensive development of road transport at the end of 50 - ies led to a drop in
the competitiveness of rail transport. Several reasons, but the - tariff policy. Rail
transport in relation to the car from the outset was in discriminatory conditions.
Railway tariffs restrained the state while in road transport fares are regulated on the
basis of market relations. But the rail cost is higher because a high proportion of tariff
cover the cost of maintaining infrastructure. In road transport infrastructure almost
everywhere develops and maintains the state!

It was then proposed several measures that were aimed at improving the
competitiveness between different modes of transport - offers Brand (1960) and plan
Leber (1967). By the early 90's European integration structures came close to creating
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a single European economic space, with the prospect of integration processes and also
in political and transport [3].

Selecting an unsolved aspects of the problem which the present article

The basis of the common European economic space should be the only
transport network covering the whole territory of the European Union operates on the
basis of uniform technical, technological, economic standards and principles.
Creating such a network will allow a united Europe (EU-27, Table 1). Implement the
principles of free movement of persons, mail, cargo and baggage throughout its
territory.

Naturally, the implementation of the principles of free movement is
impossible without infrastructure support, one of the important parts of which are
transport complex.
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Transport is an essential part of the production process in almost every field
of economics. In the cost of many kinds of products is quite substantial part of the
costs of transportation at different stages of the production process. Therefore, the
efficiency of transport directly affect the efficiency of production, competitiveness
and the competitiveness of national economy as a whole. In order to improve
efficiency and competitiveness of the economy of a united Europe (EU-27) in
comparison with its competitors in America and Asia (Table 2), to provide its high-
performance transport complex that functioned to some common principles,
providing a coherent functioning of economic system.

Besides the railroad can form and non-financial multiplier effects: reducing
road congestion reduces the need for construction of new, improved road safety,
reduced their impact on human health and the environment [6].

Prospects for increasing industrial activity of the European Community,
despite the economic crisis shows the need for continuous and increasing traffic,
which requires huge investments in infrastructure (Figure 1) [1].

In order to obtain a positive effect on the elimination of possible obstacles to
the free movement of goods and factors of production in the Community was
developed by the Treaty establishing the European Economic Community, which
initially involved the conduct of Member States a common policy for transport.

But the implementation of a uniform policy for transport from the very
beginning faced some difficulties, the most essential of them are: difficulty in
formation rates due to the small degree of autonomy transport companies, to achieve
the required level of harmonization of conditions of competition, as in the transport
system and within individual species transport, EU Commission responsibility for
planning and implementation of international transport infrastructure projects to
achieve the required level of harmonization of certain technical standards in the field
of transport.

As noted above, problems of railways leading Western European countries
from the mid 60's gave the impetus for the development of European legislation on
rail transport. The root of these problems in Western Europe lies in the intensive
building of roads, improvement of infrastructure, increase service, and a surge
capacity of highways, which created a tough competitive environment for rail freight
and passenger traffic. Due to this situation rail transport in Europe, who held the
dominant position in the transportation market in the first half of the twentieth century
and belonged mainly state began to decline.
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Under the influence of such a situation, and considering the interests of the
common transport policy, the Council of Europe provides adequate measures to
stabilize the transport market and found it to overcome the crisis.

The wording of the purposes of Article (problem)

The objectives of this paper is to study the evolution of the transport
legislation of the European Community, the processes of liberalization of the
transport market, to identify areas to improve competitiveness and efficiency of rail
transport.

The main material with reasoning of the scientific results

The response of the European Parliament and the Council on the situation in
the field of transport legislation was passed in July 1998, the first "infrastructure" of
documents on the railways. It consisted of three Directives of the European
Parliament and Council: 2001/12/ EU, 2001/13/ EU, 2001/14/EC.

European Parliament and Council 2001/12/ EU of 26 February 2001.,
Keeping the main provisions of the document 91/440, amending for the development
of railways of the Commonwealth. The main provision - the need to compensate the
state debt of railways, establishing tighter control over the separation of infrastructure
and operational activities of railways. The main regulatory provisions are as follows
[7]:

» gradual liberalization of the railways. Infrastructure must be accessible as a
result of a relevant supervisory authority of the compulsory division of income and
expenses;

+ taking into account the geopolitical position of EU member states and
especially the organization of railway transportation - to ensure the unity of the EU
internal market;

* support in each country - the EU transmission of independent monitoring
body functions control infrastructure.

Council Directive 95/18/ EU on June 19, 1995 "On the licensing of railway
undertakings" specify conditions for obtaining licenses. This relates to the
requirements of solvency, financial stability, availability of qualified personnel,
providing liability insurance, the duration and the need to form the appropriate
authority for issuing licenses.

European Parliament and Council Ne 2001/13/ EU on February 26, 2001 is
the addition of Directive 95/18/ EU:

1. a country - member of the EU administration, independent of the activity of
travel, responsible for issuing licenses;

2. obtained the right carriage license covers the whole territory of the
European Community;

3. implementation of the legislation of individual countries of the European
Community agreed with the EU legislation is essential for companies - rail carriers.

Council Directive 95/19/ EU on June 19, 1995 "On the allocation of railway
infrastructure capacity and the imposition of fees for use of infrastructure" is also a
supplement Directive 95/18/ EU. The object of attention is to establish principles and
procedures for allocation of railway infrastructure capacity and levying taxes for the
use of infrastructure.

According to the Directive in each Member State shall be established a
special body whose functions are:
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1. allocation of railway infrastructure on the principles of fair and non-
discrimination;

2. Efficient and optimal use of infrastructure;

3. the allocation of infrastructure capacity to give priority to the following
services:

a). services in the interest of the public sector, according to Council
Regulation (EU) Ne 1191/69 of 26 June 1969 "On the action of Member States
concerning the obligations inherent in the concept of public services in the rail, land
and inland water transport." For the provision of certain infrastructure capacity
available to public services agency management infrastructure the state has the right
to fully compensate for the incurred financial expenses;

b). services using the infrastructure of special (high-speed, high-speed lines
for passengers).

European Parliament and Council Ne 2001/14/ EU of 26 February 2001. "On
the allocation of railway infrastructure capacity, charging for use of railway
infrastructure and certification for compliance with security”" designed to shape and
use of infrastructure charging for selected manufacturing facilities. The purpose of the
document - support a healthy competitive environment, despite the impact of
unbalanced system of payments for access to infrastructure in the different Member
States. This directive replaces Directive actually 95/19/ EU.

The Directive emphasizes that infrastructure managers should regularly cover
the following:

- Nature of the available infrastructure and access conditions;

- Principles of charging for the use of infrastructure and possible changes
over the next five years;

- Principles and criteria for allocation of bandwidth.

One of the steps to create an open competition in the transport market is to
create an efficient distribution system capacity and collecting payment.

Size reimbursement for the use of production capacity of railway
infrastructure can be a source of financing investment in new construction and
renovation. Although the railroad, according to the laws of free market, able to raise
prices to such values, while subjects of the market will accept it.

Also inconsistent is the tax policy controls infrastructure. Each EU member
state has its own method of calculating taxes.

The second package of documents of the European Parliament and the
Council on railways was passed March 16, 2004.

It provided SINCE JANUARY 1, 2006 in Europe full liberalization of rail
freight traffic.

The most important achievement of this package - Directive 2004/51 of 29
April 2004 "On Amending Council Directive 91/440 on the development of
community railways" - open access operators to companies from other member
countries of the EU to the railway infrastructure of trans-European network [8]. Thus,
from January 1, 2007 Company-carriers members of the EU are on an equal footing
with national operators to participate in the internal traffic of each of the European
Community.

But there are still a lot of technical and legal separation of the Member States.
It is designed to overcome these differences of the second of the documents of the
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European Parliament and Council - Directive 2004/49 of April 29, 2004: "Safety of
the Community's railways and amending Directives 95/18 and 2004/14." Supports
creation of a common security concept on the railways and technical and legal
integration in the entire space of the European Community.

A third of the package of 2004/50 from April 29, 2004: "Amendments to
Council Directive 96/48" on the interoperability of the trans-European high-speed
railway infrastructure "and Directive 2001/16 European Parliament and the Council"
on the interoperability of the trans' European conventional rail infrastructure. "

The third package of documents of the European Parliament and the Council
on railway cooperation touches topics that have not been covered in the first two bags
and was approved in December 2007 The main purpose of the Directives Package -
strengthen competition in passenger rail sector and the rights of passengers and
certification of drivers and attendants.

Directive 1370/2007 aimed at creating a competitive environment on the
basis of competitive selection of operators, carriers, regardless of ownership. But for
local rail transportation are some exceptions that allow direct transfer of authority for
up to 15 years.

Directive 1371/2007 aimed at improving the quality of passenger rail
transportation segment and is required to roaming carriers to provide passengers with
all necessary information to compensate for various losses and passengers the comfort
and security of transportation.

Next Directive this package - Directive 2007/58 - supports the international
integration of passenger rail transportation. Each operating company that has the
appropriate license on the basis of high technology, interoperability and access to
international traffic.

Directive 2007/59 fixes the uniform high standards for rail safety within the
European Community and aims to develop a unified system of certification of drivers
and other staff vehicles.

The fourth package of documents of the European Parliament and the Council
on railway cooperation is an attempt to "work on the bugs." Includes two
components: the revision of the Directives on the interoperability of railways and of
the European Railway Agency, draft documents, significantly reducing the power of
the national rail agencies and simplify the procedures for admission to the operation
of rolling stock from other EU countries. This package of documents now under
development in the European Parliament and the Council on railway cooperation.

The conclusions of this study

Presented, and many other regulations of the European Commission
concerning the evolution of transport legislation are under continuous improvement to
achieve maximum liberalization of railway transport of the Member States-27.

But the most important requirement of the European Commission is to form
an independent accounting of freight, passenger traffic and controls infrastructure.

Therefore necessary to conduct an adequate and purposeful state policy in
transport, aimed at improving its competitiveness and efficiency.

Prospects for further developments work in this area

European Commission on September 17, 2010: "On the development of the
Single European Railway Area" [9] presents a strategic vision of the future
Commission Single European Railway Area. The strategy emphasizes the promotion
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of efficient infrastructure development of railway companies in EU member states,
creating an open market of railway transport, elimination of administrative, economic,
technical obstacles and, most importantly, ensuring equal conditions with other
modes of transport. As a result of imbalance in investment in rail infrastructure,
compared to car, offered a significant part of the EU transport budget in the next time
target for the development of railway infrastructure.
