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Background. Borderline ovarian tumors represent 10-20% of all epithelial ovarian tumors, frequently
diagnosed in the early stages in women of reproductive age - 1/3 of patients are under 40 years of age,
and infertility problems are frequently observed among patients. Objective of the study. To evaluate
conservative surgical treatment in patients with borderline ovarian tumors. Material and
Methods. This is a prospective study of 30 patients with borderline ovarian tumors treated surgically-
radical and conservative treatment, with or without adjuvant treatment, during the years 2017-2020 in
IMSP Oncological Institute of the Republic of Moldova. Results. Case reports of patients which have
been analysed ranged from 18 to 65 years old, the average age- 42,2 years; fertile patients- 70%, in
menopause- 20%, virgins- 10%. Patients were treated only surgically in 73.33% of cases and combined
in 26.66%. The chosen access path was laparatomy in 83.33% and laparoscopic in 16.66%. Conservative
treatment (uni- and bilateral cystectomy, unilateral anectomy with resection of the omentum) was
performed in 26.6% - all patients were under 35 years, the remaining 73.33% underwent radical
treatment (sub- or total hysterectomy, with or without uni/bilateral annexectomy, with or without
resection of the omentum, appendectomy)- in patients of all ages Conclusion. The treatment depends
on the age of the patient - with the maintenance of the reproductive function of the nulliparous woman
or with the age up to 35 years. The recurrence rate is higher after conservative surgical treatment than
radical, but the survival rate is unchanged, because the recurrence are the same, borderline.
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Introducere. Tumorile ovariene borderline reprezinta 10-20% dintre toate tumorile ovariene epiteliale,
frecvent diagnosticate 1n stadiile incipiente la femeile de varsta reproductiva- 1/3 cazuri dintre paciente
au sub 40 ani, iar in randul pacientelor se constata des probleme de infertilitate. Scopul
lucririi. Evaluarea tratamentului chirurgical de tip conservativ la pacientele cu tumori ovariene
borderline. Material si Metode. Este un studiu prospectiv a 30 paciente cu tumori ovariene borderline,
tratate chirurgical conservativ si radical, cu sau fara tratament adjuvant, pe parcursul anilor 2017-2020
in IMSP Institutul Oncologic din Republica Moldova. Rezultate. Vérsta pacientelor a fost de 18- 65
ani, varsta medie- 42,2 ani; paciente in perioada fertila- 70%, menopauza- 20%, virgine- 10%. Pacientele
au fost tratate numai chirurgical in 73,33% cazuri si combinat in 26,66%. Calea de acces aleasa in
83,33%- prin laparotomie si laparoscopic-16,66%. Tratamentul conservativ (chistectomie uni- si
bilaterala, anexectomie unilaterald cu rezectia omentului) a fost efectuat la 26,6%- pacientele fiind toate
sub 35 ani, Tn rest la 73,33% s-a administrat tratament radical (histerectomie sub- sau totala, cu sau fara
anexectomie uni/bilaterala, cu sau fard rezectia omentului, apendicectomie)- la pacientele din toata
marja de varsta. Concluzii. Tratamentul depinde de varsta pacientei - cu pastrarea functiei reproductive
a femeiei nulipare sau cu varsta pana la 35 ani. Rata de recurenta e mai mare dupa tratamentul chirurgical
conservativ decat dupa cel radical, dar rata de supravietuire e neschimbata, deoarece recurentele sunt la
fel de tip borderline.
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
