In his most recent book, Frederick Doug/ass: Proplzet o][ Freea]om, Biight
has drawn on new information held in a private collection that few other historians have consuited, as well as recentiy
discovered issues of Douglass’s newspapers. There has not been a major Liography of Douglass in a quarter century.
David Biight's Frederick Doug/ass affords this important American the distinguished i)iograplly he deserves.

Karida L. Brown is assistant proiessor of sociology and African American studies at the University of Caiiiornia,
Los Angeies. Her book Gone Home: Race and Roots tlzrouglz Appa/aclzia offers a much-needed corrective to the
current wilitewasiiing of Appaiacl'iia. In teiling the stories of African Americans iiving and worlzing in Appalachian
coal towns, Brown offers a sweeping look at race, identi’cy, cilanges in poiitics and policy, and black migration in
the region and i)eyoncl. Drawn from over 150 originai oral ilistory interviews with former and current residents

of Harlan County, Kentucley, Brown reconstructs the life histories of black coal miners, showing the mutable and
siiirting nature of collective icien’city, the struggies of labor and representation, and that Appalachia is far more
diverse than you think.

In generai, his
work addresses two questions: how have rural southern communities cliangeci in the fif’cy-pius years since the civil
rigiits and Black Power movements, and what are the perspectives and experiences of black southerners 1iving in
these contexts? Geographioaiiy, much of his work is set in the Mississippi Delta.

Mark Hainds worked for two decades as the research coordinator for the Longieai Alliance and as a research
associate with Auburn University. He resigned these dual positions in November 2014 to walk the I,OOO—miie
Texas-Mexico border. Hainds’s walk began at International Boundary Marker 1 in El Paso and ended over a
thousand miles later at Boca Chica Beach in Btownsvilie, where the Rio Grande empties into the Gulf of Mexico.
From right-wing ranchers to cowi)oy poets to human-rights activists to fence/wall opponents, Hainds met a
myria(i of people aiong the way who were eager to discuss the balance between border security and immigration
justice. Hainds’s trek uitima’ceiy resulted in his i)ooie, Border Walk, and he was the sui)ject of the ieature—iengtii

film La Frontera, filmed and pro&uceti i)y Rex Jones of the University of Mississippi’s Southern Documentary
Project. Hainds and Jones will screen the film and discuss the book, to be followed i)y a Q&A.

Analyzing the representation of the people of Appalacl]ia in films such as Deliverance , Cold
Mountain, Medium Coo/, Norma Rae, Cape Fear, The Ki//ing Season, and Winter’s Bone tl'u'ouglu the critical lens
of race and speci{:ically wlliteness, McCarroll offers a reshaping of the unclerstancling of the relationsllip between

racial and regional identities.

Center for the Study of Southern Culture—The Center for the S’tucly
of Southern Cul’cure, founded in the mid-1970s, is an educational insti-
tute at the University of Mississippi in Oxford, Mississippi, and the first
regional studies center in the country. The Center’s mission is to investi-
gate, document, interpret, and teach about the American South through
academic inquiry and publica’cions, clocumentary studies of film, photogra—
p}ly, and oral his’cory, and public outreach programs. The interclisciplinary
Southern Studies facul‘cy and the undergracluate and graduate degree pro-
grams are the core of the Center’s work.

The Center’s undergraduate and graduate curricula incorporate tra-
ditional disciplines of the arts, humanities, and social sciences to form

an interclisciplinary framework for stuclying the South. The Center pro-
motes research on the South’s varied cultures Ly supporting the work
of its faculty, staff, students, alumni, and visiting scholars. Tt offers op-
portunities for increasing un(lerstanding of southern culture through
pul)lications, conferences, lectures, and clocumentary media. Because

of its 1oca‘cion, the Center focuses much of its work on Mississippi and
the Deep South, while at the same time exploring the region as a whole,
both in its American and global contexts. Interests of Center faculty,
staff, and students are always c]aanging, and particular emphases include
(locumentary studies, literature, history, religion, foodways, music, race
and ethnicity, and glo})alization and identity.



Over the last quarter century the Center has become a focal point for
innovative education and research on the American South, strengthen—
ing the University's instructional program in the tiumanities, promoting
scholarstiip on many aspects of southern culture, and encouraging put)iic

understanding of the South as a diverse and compiex space.

Department of Archives and Special Collections—Located on the
third floor of the J. D. Williams Library, the Department of Archives
and Speciai Collections houses important collections of Mississippiana.
Since 1975, the primary purpose of Arctiives and Speciai Coiiections
has been to acquire, conserve, and make accessible rare books, manu-
scripts, maps, visual and audio materiais, and eptiemera related to the
University of Mississippi, the state of Mississippi, and the blues.

For this year’s OCB, a (iispiay case in the Department of Archives and
Special Collections features items from the literary papers of W. Ralph
Bubanks. In addition to contril)uting commentary to newspapers and
magazines, Bubanks is the author of two books: Fver Is a Long Time: A
Journey into Mississippi’s Dark Past (2003) and The House at the End
of the Road: The Story o][ Three Generations o][an Interracial Fami/y in the
American South (2009). The display is available for public viewing in
Special Collections from 8:00 a.m.—5:00 p.m., Monday—Friday.

The End of All Music—Openect in 2012, the End of All Music is lo-
cated on the Square in downtown Oxtorct, Mississippi, upstairs in the
historic Duvall’s ]:)uiicting. The store stocks mainly new and used Vinyi,
tﬂiing up three rooms and separate(i into roclz, Liues, soul, R&B, gospet,
jazz, and country, as well as a large collection of 45 singles. Aiongsi e
the racks of used vinyl are all new and reissued records, as well as new re-

leases in both CD and LP format. In 2016, USA chlay ranked the End

of All Music as one of ten great music stores in the country.

Friends of the Lil)rary—F‘oun(ie(i in 1940, the Friends of

the Library provides vital support to the J. D. Williams Library.
Memi)erstiip dues support new acquisitions, thus 1eeeping the lit)ra.ry
strong for students and tacuity.

Latayette County Courthouse—The Latayette County Courthouse

is listed on the National Register of Historic Places. It was constructed
in 1872 to replace an earlier building burned during the Civil War. The
courthouse currentiy houses several ju(ticiai courtrooms and related of-
fices. The courthouse also plays a signii'icant role in William Faulkner’s
fictional Yoiznapatawptia County. The courthouse appears in muitipie

worizs, inciucting stories teaturing the iawyer Gavin Stevens, in the dra-

matic en(iing to The Sound and the Fury, and in Go Down, Moses.

Lyric Theatre—The property at 1006 Van Buren has enjoyect an extremeiy
interesting life since its originai construction in the late 1800’s. The struc-
ture was originaﬂy a livery stable owed ]3y William Faulkner’s tamily in the
eariy part of the twentieth century. During the 1920s it was converted into
a theater for live pertormances and silent films when it was named the Lyric
Theatre. The advent of motion pictures saw the Lyric evolve into Oxford’s
i'irst movie theater. In 1949 William Faulkner Waﬂee(t from tiis home in
Oxford (Rowan Qale) to his childhood stable for the world premiere of
MGM'’s Intruder in the Dust, which was actaptect from one of his novels. The
Lyric stoppe(i operating as a movie theater in the 1970s and was left aban-
doned from many years until the early 1980s when it was restored and con-
verted into office spaces and a health center. In 2007 the Lyric underwent
an extensive restoration process and was returned to its origina] use as a the-

ater. [t ijegan operating again on Juiy 3, 2008.

Memory House—The first buildings on this site may have dated to
1837, but the Memory House dates back to the 1850s, shortly after the
University of Mississippi formally opened its doors in 1848. It has had

several owners since then. During the Depression, Memory House be-
came a t)oarding house to many University of Mississippi students who
took their noon meal there. Dolly and ]otin Falkner (l’)rottier to William
Faulizner) made their home at Memory House ttirougtiout their married
lives, except for brief periods, and there ttiey raised two sons, Jimmy and
Ciioolzy. After John Falkner’s death in 1963, Doﬂy kept Memory House
aiive, opening it to the community tiirougti the annual Oxford Pilgrimage.
Late in the summer of 1983 Dolly fell ill and subsequently died in
Septemt)er of 1984. Jimmy Faulkner and Ctiooiey Falkner ieept the

house for about eigtit years, renting rooms out as apartments. On Aprii

2, 1992, Ctiooizy Falkner sold his half of the house to the University of
Mississippi Foun(iation, and later that year Jimmy sold his remaining half
interest. An extensive renovation project ]:)egan in Aprii 1994 and was
compiete(i in December of the same year. TO(iay, the Memory House is the
home and offices of the University of Mississippi Foundation.

The Overl)y Center for Southern ]oumalisrn and Politics—The mis-
sion of the Overt)y Center for Southern Journalism and Politics is to cre-
ate better uncterstancting of the media, politicians, and the role of the First
Amendment in our (iemocracy. The center is funded ttlrougtl a $5 million
grant from the Freedom Forum, a foundation dedicated to ectucating peo-
pie about the importance of a free press and the First Amendment.

The Powerhouse—In 1928 Oxford constructed what would be its last
power piant. Prior to this time, the city of Oxford received eiectricity
from a power plant located near the University of Mississippi campus.
This location, however, was prone to tlootiing in i'ieavy rains, which was
one reason for the construction of a new ptant.

In 1950 Oxford signe(i a contract with Tennessee Vaiiey Auttiority in
order to receive wholesale electricity if the city built a new electric power
substation and transmission line. Oxford’s voters approvect this and the
TVA began delivering electricity to Oxford in January of 1951. The
power piant only provicte(i electricity (iuring an interim perioct when the
TVA could not provi(ie enougti. In March 1952 the TVA became the
sole provicter of eiectricity in Oxford, and the power piant was retegatect
to a storage warehouse.

In 2008 the old power piant became the Powerhouse Community Arts
Center, and it is now the home of the Yolznapatawptla Arts Council.
This historic t)uilding serves as a venue for theater and art classes, per-
torma.nces, and community events. Once filled with the hum of machin-
ery generating energy, the i)uilcting now resonates with the artistic energy
of pertormers and artists.

Square Boolzs—Square Books is an in(iepen(ient bookstore in three
separate tiuiictings (at)out one hundred feet apart) on the historic town
square of Oxtorct, Mississippi, home of the University of Mississippi and
many great writers, inciucting William Faulkner, Barry Hannah, Larry
Brown, Willie Morris, and Jotin Grisham. Square Books is known for
its strong selection of iiterary tiction, books on the American South and
t)y southern writers, a iarge inventory of re(iuce(i—price remain(iers, and
its emptiasis on books for children. The store hosts the popuiar Thacker
Mountain Radio show and more than one hundred and tii'ty author
events a year. The main store, Square Books, is in a two-story i)uiicting
with a cafe and iaaicony on the second floor. Off Square Books is a few
doors down from the main store and has iitestyie sections such as gar-
(iening and cookbooks, and Square Books, Jx., the children’s bookstore,
isina t)uil(iing on the east side of the square.

Thacker Mountain Radio—Thacker Mountain Radio is a live radio show
teaturing weeteiy author reactings and a wide array of musical pertor-
mances from the Square in Oxford, Mississippi. The free show is tape(i
and broadcast every Thursday at 6:00 p.m. during the fall and spring
and rebroadcast every Saturday night on Mississippi Public Radio.
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Southern Documentary Project

The Southern Documentary Project, SouthDocs for sliort, procluc-
es works of (iocumen’cary storytelling from the perspective of stu(lying
the American South. SouthDocs teaches classes in Southern Stu(lies,
provi(les in’cernsliips and multimedia worlzsliops, and llelps to drive the
Center's MFA in Documentary Expression program.

SouthDocs filmmakers have created dozens of films of all
lengtlis. While the primary focus is (iocumentary, some filmmakers also
specialize in narrative film storytelling. Southern Studies students, es-
pecially those in the master’s program and the MFA in Documentary
Expression program, work with SouthDocs filmmakers on projects
tlirougliout the year.

On ]uly 22, 1999, in Birmingl'iam, Alal)ama, author and activist ]olin
Egerton convened a two—(iay meeting of ﬁi'ty people who lent their
names to a nonprol‘it organization dedicated to the documentation and
celebration of the diverse food cultures of the American South.

Three-fifths of the foumiing members attended the organiza-
tional meeting wherein a mission was set and a name a(lop’te(l: The
Southern Footiways Alliance. The Center agreecl to act as the incuba-
tor of the SFA and provi(letl start-up capital, earned from sale of the
Center-researched and written cookbook, A Gracious P/enty: Recipes
and Recollections from the American South. In May of 1998, the Center
s’cagecl the first Southern Fooclways Symposium, organized l)y Jolin T.
Eclge, then a gra(luate student.

At tl'iat ]uly oi 1999 meeting, tl'ie iounclers electeti a l)oar(l. of (iirec—
tors and agreecl to hire ]ol'in T. E(l.ge as director of the SFA. He re-
mained the sole employee until Mary Beth Lasseter was hired as as-
sociate director in 2004. As the SFA has grown, it has honed a mis-
sion that leverages oral liistory and film work ’clirougli pul)lications and

programming.

Living Blues Magazine

Living Blues magazine, America’s first blues publication, was founded
in Cliicago in 1970 l)y Jim O'Neal and Amy van Singel. From its in-
ception, the magazine has aimed to document and preserve the African
American blues tradition. Living Blues was acquirecl l)y the University
of Mississippi in 1983 and is pulolislietl l:)imontlily l)y the Center for the
Stutiy of Southern Culture. Living Blues shares the Center’s mission to
promote scliolarsliip and (iocumentary work. Center graduate students
lrequently serve as interns and contributors for the magazine. With in-
(l.eptli features on blues icons like Howlin’ Woll, Mucl(ly Waters, and B.
B. King, as well as more obscure artists and rising stars, Living Blues
has proviclecl the best in blues journalism and pliotograpliy for over for-
ty years. In 2009 Living Blues was honored by the state of Mississippi
with a Mississippi Blues Trail historical marleer, located outside of
Barnard Ol)serva’cory. Living Blues is also a past recipient of the Blues
Foundation’s prestigious Keeping the Blues Alive Award.
