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Abstract

Introduction & Objectives: The aim of this study was to compare the effect of speech style
with role playing in increasing knowledge, attitude and practice of breastfeeding infants in
Sarjangal region of Zahedanin Y+ Y.

Research Method: This research is a quasi-experimental study of two groups, including
educational group in the form of lecture and role-playing. The statistical population of this
study includes the total number of breastfeeding women in Sarjangal area who are covered by
six health houses located in the study area. The sample size was selected in two main groups
of Yo people. Research data were collected using a questionnaire with a reliability of +.YVY. Due
to the normality of the data, paired t-test and independent t-test were used for data analysis.
Conclusion: The findings showed that: the method of speech and role playing has been
effective in increasing the knowledge, attitude and practice of breastfeeding infants. It was
also clarified that the role playing role in increasing knowledge, attitude and practice of infant

breastfeeding The mother is more influential than the way she speaks.
