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Abstract

Marine oil-spill accident causes damage to the marine ecological
environment. As the meaning of damage in law enlarges from traditional legal
interest to the damage of ecological interest, and the compensation for the
ecological damage which caused by the marine oil spill accident has been
gradually involved in theoretical and judicial research. China , however, which
is lack of particular law in the compensation of marine oil-spill damage,
especially on the problem of state’s claim, which leads to a lot of difficulties in
the juridical practice. By researching the cases of the compensation of our
country’s marine oil spill damage, this article studies the international
conventions and other major country’s compensation system of marine oil-spill
damage by using comparative method. Considering our countries condition, this
article begins by regarding our country as the claiming body of marine oil-spill
damage, and it also discusses the dominant role of administrative organization
as the representative of our country. It analyses the damage scope of
compensation.

Besides preface and conclusion, this dissertation is divided into 4 chapters
as following:

Chapter 1 defines the related concepts of involved topics. It analyses the
difficulties of the compensation of marine oil-spill damage on the basis of
current situation of the compensation of marine oil-spill ecological damage,
laying the foundation for the following.

Chapter 2 studies the compensation system of oil-spill damage by utilizing
comparative method. It first introduces some international conventions of
marine oil-spill damage and some other major national legislation, and
evaluates the legal system of our country's compensation for marine oil-spill

ecological damage. In order to find the problems of the compensation of the



marine oil-spill damage, we compare the body and scope of the marine oil-spill
damage.

Chapter 3 demonstrates that our country is the eligible subject of the claim
of the compensation of marine oil-spill damage. It begins with state claim,
discusses the scope and subject of claiming body. This chapter analyses the
qualification of the state’s claim from jurisprudential perspective. And it also
discusses the dominant role of administrative organization as the representative
of our country. Next the article discusses the scope of the compensation, and it
analyses the specificity of the state claim. It also proposes some suggestion on

the scope of the compensation that the country can put forward.
