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ABSTRACT

As one of the driving force of economic growth, international trade plays an
important role in advancing the growth of the whole national economy and increasing
employment opportunities. Export credit insurance is a mature insurance, which is
also universally recognized as a political financial toll in boosting domestic products
and services into the international market. As a leading trading country, the export
credit insurance started later in China than in other countries. Hence there is a lag in
the development of legal mechanism of export credit insurance. However, the Export
Credit Insurance Act Legislation is basically is a vacancy which cannot match
Chinese status in international trade. Furthermore, the export credit insurance system
is facing a rapid transformation, which calls for the laws and regulations to serve for it.
Consequently, focusing on the legal relationship of export credit insurance, this paper
will analyze the most important legal issues systematically in private law in order to
provide feasible suggestions to perfect the relevant legislation in China.

Apart from the preface and the conclusion, this paper is divided into four
chapters as follows:

Chapter 1 sorts and defines related connotations of the concepts under the export
credit insurance. Starting from the definition and features of export credit insurance,
this chapter clarifies the special principles of export credit insurance, analyzes the
relevant international and national legislation, then illustraies the value of export
credit insurance with the related data of China to highlight the necessity and

significance of this study.

Chapter 2 analyzes the main bodies involving in export credit insurance.
Through the analysis of the insured, insurer and third party and the comparison of
different insurance modes in foreign countries, this chapter indicates the problems
concerning the restriction to the insured in China that is not helpful to the
development of export credit insurance. Besides, it points out the solutions and

suggestions to reform the operational mode of the insured in China under the
