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ABSTRACT

The forests area, which has high level of biodiversity, is the most
important and the biggest ecosystem on earth. Forest has economic, ecological
and social value at the same time. It is necessary to maintain the sustainable
development of the forest reserves. To achieve the strategic objective, it
requires a reasonable system as well as forestry technologies, which requires
improving the existing legal system. Droit is the most crucial and essential
content in legal system, so doing research on the legal rights over forest
systematically is significant for the sustainable development of forest reserves.

Through the utilization history of forest area, we can be clear that the
forest has more than economic value, and the ecological and social value has
earned more and more attention. As forest has the character of indivisible,
scarce and communal, China has put in many efforts in establishing a law
system to arrange rights over forest, but it is not yet perfect. The achievement
of sustainable development of forest and reconstructing the rights system
depend on two parallel ways: figuring out the true meaning of state ownership
of forest and building the citizens' right to environment.

This thesis consists of three parts. In the first part, the thesis views the
history of the utilization of forest by starting with the characteristics of forest.
Then it demonstrates the rationality and legitimacy of the system of rights of
forest. The second part of this thesis analyzes the relative concepts of the
system of rights of forest, pointing out the shortcomings and defects of current
legal right system of forest. Finally, this thesis puts forward some suggestions
on how to improve and reconstruct our country’s legal right system of forest. It
makes the concepts and content of the system of rights clear and discusses the
principles and means when settling conflicts.

The historical analysis, the comparative analysis and other methods are



used to study in this thesis. The innovation of this article is that it is the first
time to explore the ways to reconstruct our country’s legal right system in
China. The thesis tries to bring the nonmaterial rights of forest into the system

of rights of forest and reconstructs the rights of forests.
