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Abstract

As a highly international-oriented province, Fujian province has been benefiting
a lot from the foreign direct investment ( FDI ) in stimulating economic growth,
providing jobs, improving basic conditions, introducing high-level talents, etc.. At
present, Fujian province is speeding up the construction of Economic Zone on the
west side of the Straits. To further enhance the utilization of FDI becomes a more
important job than ever. It is urgent to introduce a number of Fortune Global 500
enterprises which are advanced in technology and have strong ability in industrial
upgrading and agglomeration. But with the all-dimensional, multitiered and
wide-ranging opening pattern gradually formed in China, Fujian's comparative
advantage of preferential policy greatly reduced, which leads to the slow progressin
utilizing the Fortune Global 500 FDI. This paper is aimed to further clarify the
deficiencies and weakness of Fujian Province in the absorption of the Fortune Global
500 FDI, based on abundant first-hand materials. Many well-known domestic and
foreign experts and scholars have made great studies on the motivation of
Transnational Corporation FDI, thus formed various schools of theories. With the
purpose of maneuverability for local government, this paper applies to the
perspective of Inductive Factors Combination Theory developed in recent years,
which is more practical and applicable.

This paper is divided into five parts. The introduction part defines the concept
of Transnational Corporation and the Fortune Global 500 enterprises, introduces the
research background, sums up a few of studies by some experts and scholars, and
then raises the research perspective and object. The second part briefly introduces
some classic theories related to host country factors in attracting FDI, and then
expounds the theoretical framework of this paper. The third part introduces the
progress and features of the Fortune Global 500 enterprises FDI in Fujian. The
fourth part focuses on the current difficult position of Fujian in attracting the Fortune
Global 500 FDI, and analyzes the reasons from the theory framework. Finally, it puts
forward suggestions in how to improve the direct and indirect inductive factors of
Fujian for better attracting the Fortune Global 500 enterprises FDI.
