Urban expansion and rapid industrialization in the historic process, a large
number of farmers collectively owned land is used for non-agricultural
construction land requisition and industrialization, urbanization, hand in hand.
Correspond with the land acquisition, resulting in farmers, landless peasants on
the protection of legitimate rights and interests have become increasingly
prominent. Because of the imperfections of the existing legal system and land
acquisition land acquisition practice abuses, leading to damage to the interests of
farmers during the land of the high incidence, affecting social stability and
development, we need deep background from the legal system to explore the root
of the problem to improve the collection of the existing system of agricultural
land. This article from the Law, for the collection of agricultural problems,
conduct a more detailed discussion, described the legal system of requisition the
drawbacks, and how to improve some specific recommendations made.

The article first analyzes the nature of the requisition, features and
legitimacy. Then shine with field research in Fujian, and analyzes the process of
collection of agricultural land lost interest in the status of landless peasants,
explore the root causes of undermining the interests of landless peasants. Through
analysis, undermining the interests of landless peasants is the root cause of the
lack of legal protection, specific performance: on the requisition "public purpose"
requirement is imperfect; existing property rights system defects; compensation
system is unreasonable; collection procedures are not sound and so on. Finally, to
protect the interests of landless farmers, efforts should be from the following:
clearly defined in law "public interest" range; give farmers full ownership of land;
gradually improve the standard of compensation, rich compensation; by
completing the land acquisition program restrict government land rights, farmers

in land acquisition process to improve participation; improve the land acquisition
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dispute settlement mechanism.

The rights of landless farmers can be reasonably protected, then the process
a variety of land acquisition problems will be solved. At the same time, protect
the interests of landless farmers to stabilize the stability of the state, for solving

the "three rural" issue, for promoting the process of urbanization in China are of

great significance.
