Through comparison of certain representative concepts of transnational
organized crime and reference of U.N. Convention Against Transnational Organized
Crime, the article redefines the conception of Transnational Organized Crime. After
analyzing certain quantity cases of organized crime, especiadly the cases of
Transnational Organized Crime, an inclusion on their characteristics was drawn.
Based on that, this paper reveals some comparatively commoner, more harmful
transnational organized crimes, which need people to pay greatest attention. Finaly, it
forwards some specific countermeasures on how to prevent and punish transnational
organized crimes from the international angle of view.

In this article, Transnational Organized Crime was referred as an organized act
which committed by three or more persons, involving two countries and offended
their criminal laws. The obvious characteristics of Transnational Organized Crime are
transnationality and organizationality. Besides, permeability, controllability,
technically modernization of committing crimes, and relativeness of economics are
also possessed by transnational organized crime.

Transnational Organized Crimes are classified as six categories, that is the type
of crimes for endangering public security, the type of crimes for obstructing the
management of socia order, the type of crimes for sabotaging the economical order,
the type of encroaching upon the personal rights, the type of crimes for infringing on
property rights and other types of transnational organized crimes. They include
transnational terrorist activities, transnational arms trafficking, hijacking the airplanes,
transnational drug dealings, transnational stealing and transporting of cultural heritage,
transporting unlawful immigrants under ground, transnational transactions of human
organs, transnational obstruction of justice, transnational cheating, minting and selling
of counterfeit money and transnational trafficking in persons, transnationa
kidnapping, pirating, transnational stealing and shipping of vehicles , transnational
money laundering, transnational bribe, transnational network crime and so on ,
altogether 17 kinds.

Preventing transnational organized crimes should follow the correct guiding
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principles. Carrying out the international cooperation; Constructing professional
troops; Strengthening the aid to developing countries, Adopting the feasible punitive
measures. Moreover, bringing them into full play will form a complete plan on
preventing transnational organized crimes.

This article elaborates some fundamental issues on transnational organized crime
systematically ,which will promote further research on transnational organized crime
and it is adso an attempt to offer some preliminary suggestions for international

society and countries to penalize transnational organized crime
