ABSTRACT

The subject issue is the most important element of administrative accountability.
The author, in this thesis, probes into some legal issues concerning the subject of
administrative accountability with the combination of administrative legal theory and
practice, and with the aim to improve the relevant legal system in China.

Besides the preface and conclusion, the thesis is divided into four parts.

In Chapter One, the author, based on the general theory and practice of
comparative law, examines the basic notion and type of the subject of administrative
accountability. From the perspective of comparative law, subjects of administrative
accountability are administrative organs which possess independent powers and
competence. They, however, are divided into numerous types, which at least include
three categories: centralized and decentralized, standing and temporary, bureaucratic
professional and popular.

In Chapter Two, the author focuses on the subject of China’s administrative
accountability system. Firstly, the author examines the legal texts. Secondly, against
the Chapter One, the author specifies some institutional flaws, such as the lack of
comprehensiveness of subjects of accountability, the ambiguity of the subject of
accountability, and deficiency of institution.

In Chapter Three, the author brought forward the proposition to establish a
reasonable system for the subject of administrative accountability. The author
proposes that this can be done from two perspectives: first, to accomplish the diversity
and internal definitude of subject; second, to streamlining the external relationship of
the administrative subjects, including the relationship with individual appeals,
complaints and impeaches; with accountability by judiciary, and with the People’s
Congress, the People’s Court.

In Chapter Four, the author discusses the legal regulation of power of
administrative accountability. This is the essential part of subject system. It can be
divided into three parts: first, to strengthen the substantial regulation, which makes
clear the powers of subjects; second, to provide the procedural regulation, in

accordance with which the specific procedures are imposed upon the exercises of
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power; third, to strike the balance between the powers of administrative accountability

and the substantial and procedural rights of those subject to accountability.
