The main methods to solve: First, by negotiation or third party
mediation, and second, through the adoption of the resolution of child-bearing
right conflict, third, when the two sides could not reach a satisfactory situation
as one of the breakdown of marital relations and file for divorce, forth is the
spouse for adultery, bigamy and other illegal means and processing have
children, five of violence is one of the spouses forced fertility treatment. With
