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Abstract

Currently, suicide is the leading cause of accidental death in the student-group.
Student-suicide has brought bad effect and continuous impact to society, families and
individuals. And become a prominent and sensitive issue for the work of the safety of
the students. Therefore,doing the research on the related risk factors of college
student-suicide, and building a suicide prevention mechanism ,will have important
theoretical and practical significance.

The paper will explore and analyze the impact of factors relating to the college
students suicide, establish a comprehensive prevention-system, and then eliminate the
root causes of suicide behavior. Firstly, basing on the research with open
questionnaire, we have analyzed the contents of the suicide risk. After that, we have
got the four dimensions of suicide risk with the interviews and literature searches, and
the assessent questionnaire. With the measure by small sample test, a preliminary
statistical analysis and revised the questionnaire items, the final form of suicide risk
assessment survey of college students have been caught. Doing the research on the
302 students of M-University by this assessment questionnaire, we have got the
following conclusions:

(1) Suicidal risk in different dimensions of gender, grade, there were significant
differences. Female college students with suicidal ideation, hopelessness were
significantly higher than male students, and hold higher levels of suicide tolerance.
Hopelessness sophomore level was significantly higher then other students.

(2) suicide risk in college students with different dimensions of individual
self-efficacy, coping style, interpersonal harmony, and social support were
significantly correlated. Communication friend's distress and suicide risk in the four
dimensions were significantly related; self-efficacy, coping style and behavior
disturbance and talk to the utilization of support and individual hopelessness, suicide
ideation and suicide attempts was significantly correlated ; interpersonal distress and

attitudes of individual hopelessness and suicide was correlated; opposite sex problems



and individual despair, suicide and suicide attempts attitude was correlated; subjective
and objective degree of support of individual despair, in addition to subjective and
individual degree of support for suicide also attempt related.

(3) Multiple regression analysis showed that suicide risk students affected by
many factors. Gender, grade, self-efficacy, coping style, interpersonal relationships

and social support factors interaction.
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
