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Abstract

China is a big smoking country. The consumption of tobacco products, the
number of smokers, the number of passive smoking, the number of smoking increase
and the deaths caused by smoking ranks top one in the word. Smoking has great harm
to our society. If we do not take stepped-up measures to control, smoking will result
in greater losses in the future. To reduce the number of smokers and the harm of
smoking, the Government formulates policies and regulations, which can restrict
tobacco industry and control smoking. This is tobacco control policy. In the 1980's,
China began to formulate regulations about tobacco control. And along with China
joined The Framework Convention on Tobacco Control, we made great efforts on
tobacco control. But from the view of teleology, our tobacco control policy does not
achieve goals, and the effect of tobacco control is poor.

Through researching the inherent common point of utilitarianism and public
policy and studying the advantages of utilitarianism as a perspective of analyzing
public policy, this thesis analyzed the effect of our country’s tobacco control policy
and accounted for the effect. Finally this thesis put forward to reform paths to
improve our country’s control tobacco policy. Innovation of this thesis is the analysis
methods of tobacco control policy, which uses the main view of utilitarianism that is
"the greatest happiness of the greatest number" principle and uses the seven indicators
that is used to calculate the pleasure and pain to analyze the effect of control tobacco
policy.

This thesis consists of five parts. The first part is the introduction part, consisting
of the significance of this thesis, literature review, the thought and method in the study
of our country’s tobacco control policy. In the second part, the thesis summarized the
main theory of the utilitarianism and tobacco control policy, and explained why the
utilitarianism can be used to analyze the tobacco control policy. The third chapter was
the important part of this thesis, analyzing China’s tobacco control policy from “the
greatest happiness of the greatest number" .the Fourth part analyzed the reasons of the

poor effect of our country’s tobacco control policy and proposed suggestions to



reform the policy from the perspective of “the greatest number” and “the greatest
happiness”. The last part is the conclusion part, which was a summary of the thesis

and explanted some defects in this thesis.
