Abstract

Direct election is the starting point of the democratic politics. It is in economic
and socia transition in China. Because of rapid urbanization, the city is faced with a
series of questions of economic and socia transition. It is a major subject of the
political system reform to deal with these issuesin an orderly manner in China. Direct
Election of the Deputy to the District People's Congress is a key aspect to build organ
of power, and have outstanding position to advance the process of socialist democratic
politics in China.
