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ABSTRACT

College students’ entrepreneurship education and entrepreneurial intention are
two research hotspots in the field of entrepreneurship research. In this paper we
attempt to combine college students’ entrepreneurship education and entrepreneurial
intentions. On the one hand, we attempt to study the entrepreneurship education from
the microscopic point of view; on the other hand, we plan to explore the mechanism
of action of entrepreneurship education on entrepreneurial intention. We hope to make
certain contributions to entrepreneurship research.

In the study, we use entrepreneurial self-efficacy as mediating variables to
contact entrepreneurship education and entrepreneurial intentions, and we chose
college students as the research sample. We firstly collect and comb researches and
related theory of entrepreneurship education, entrepreneurial self-efficacy and
entrepreneurial intention; then we propose the theoretical framework of this paper;
following we design the scale and collect the questionnaire of the survey from nine
colleges and universities which are chosen as entrepreneurial education pilots by the
Ministry of Education; then we use SPSS and AMOS on the recovery of data for
factor analysis, analysis of variance, correlation analysis, regression analysis and test
of the mediating effect to test the hypotheses. Through the final data analysis results
and the actual discussion we finally get our conclusion and make some
recommendations and note the entrepreneurial point, limitations and future research
directions.

In this study, we collect a total of 1443 valid questionnaires from the nine
colleges and universities which are chosen as entrepreneurial education pilots by the
Ministry of Education. We Mainly get the following conclusions: (1)
Entrepreneurship education, as one of factors affecting entrepreneurial intention,
its composition is multidimensional, and from a practical point of view it could be

decomposed into entrepreneurship courses, entrepreneurial competition, business



incubation and entrepreneurship policy as its dimensions. (2)Entrepreneurial
self-efficacy, which tests groups’ self-confidence on their business role from the
cognitive point, can be divided into four-dimensions: innovation efficacy,
opportunity-identify efficacy, Relationship coordination efficacy and organizational
commitment efficacy. (3) Entrepreneurship education impact entrepreneurial
self-efficacy positively. (4) Entrepreneurial self-efficacy effect  entrepreneurial
intention positively. (5) Entrepreneurship education impact entrepreneurial intention
positively. (6) Entrepreneurial self-efficacy play the part of the intermediary role in
the impact of entrepreneurship education on entrepreneurial intention, that is,
entrepreneurship education partly affect entrepreneurial intention through the
influence of entrepreneurial self-efficacy, and partly direct impact entrepreneurial
intention of university students directly. (7) Entrepreneurial self-efficacy has
significant differences in the entrepreneurial experience. (8) The entrepreneurial
intention of university students has significant differences in gender, professional and

entrepreneurial experience.
