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Abstract

Banking compliance refers to the compliant of all the business activities with
laws, regulations and rules. International large banks, regulatory entities of all
countries and international regulatory organizations are increasingly focusing on
compliance risk management. With the promotion of international supervisory
organizations as Basel Committee, compliance risk management has become not only
the key to the implementation of comprehensive risk management, but one of the
most significant risk management measures al so.

For a long period of time, commercial banks in China pay attention to credit
risk management and internal control related to credit risk only without necessary
acknowledgement of comprehensive risk management or compliance management. As
aresult, our banking industry falls far behind in compliance risk management.

With the study of the current situation of Chinese commercia banks , the paper
tries to give some recommendations on how to build and enhance compliance risk

management ability in our commercial banking industry.
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
