The entrance space of public buildings is the important link of buildings and urban
space, it became as the organic ecological space which contains a variety ways of
design and functional requirements. The entrance space is also a hierarchy and spatial
space cogitation structure. Therefore it is a difficulty in building design. The so-called
"All beginnings are difficult ".The design of entrance space has occupied the
important position increasingly in the design of architectural space as it became the
focus of the design of the building space.

Today, the content and ideas which the entrance space  expressed is become
increasingly complex and diverse. It is no longer a pure space as building entrances
and exits, but another special urban space in the public domain. For a long time the
principles of functionalism can not meet the urban design of the entrance space, new
forms and new structures, on the other side it also can not meet the desire of the
communication and integration of the public space. "mechanical and cold city " the
negative general of the modern city. On this basis, it became a target of architects to
create positive, active and emotional entrance space of buildings.

The Japanese architectural design has begun to cause the attention of the world in
recent decades. As its unique architectural design for the Eastern philosophy guiding
principles, Japan create a modern architectural design which is different from
traditional Western ideas, they have a strong national and regional character. The way
that uses the entrance space to create open space and the middle field of the city is
unique. On the basis of the functional requirements of the entrance space, the design
of Japan went further to rise the range of architectural interior space, Melting the
building off the savage inside and outside space, extending the relationship between
architecture and people, the relationship between architecture and the city, and the
relationship between architecture and nature, so that there is more humane care, and
positive role in promoting on the environment creation and forthputting efficiency

over all regional environment.



Since the western industrial revolution, a large-scale, long period, and worldwide
industrial movement has completely changed the pattern of the world and the face of
cities around the world. The large modern cities which born in the historical
circumstances has been completely lost its original human nature and geographic of
the urban space. It became strange, cold and stereotyped. Under the situation that the
reproduction of urban space is malignant, the deterioration of the urban environment
is extreme, and urban living is tedious exercise.
