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Abstract

Chinese Hakka architecture is an important part of traditional architectures. In the
long history of practice, Hakka has gradually formed regional architecture with Hakka
characteristics by inheriting Zhongyuan Culture and learning from the experiences in
migration process. These architecture forms are keeping up level of productive
forces, adapting to natural environment and reflecting the history, social and cuitural
ideas of Hakka. As social revolution, the traditional Hakka architecture , which come
with new ideas, new lifestyles, new materials, new technologies and new structure,
has suffered challenge by lively cultural exchanges.

Therefore, the confusion and disorder of modern Hakka architecture is urgently
require summary of previous experience summarize and the nutrition of traditional
Hakka architecture, to create new Hakka architecture with a unique style and regional
characteristics .

Firstly, I try to understand, from the perspectives of both social and culture, that the
background of how the architecture have been evolved, including the formulation of
west of Fujian architecture, the characteristic of west of Fujian religious society, the
Fengshui opinion in architecture and the architectural hierarchy. secondly, to analysis
the architecture style and re-arrange the west of Fujian Hakka architectural
formulation system, to analysis and summarize their architectural materials and styles,
as well as to study on the architectural plan, the space characteristics, structure system
and the outer shape of the architecture. And then to do research on the architectural
details, in the purpose of doing analyses on the decorative style of the architecture, by
looking at their doors, the windows, the walls and the ridge of the roof, with which I
try to understand the current situation of those Hakka architecture, from their culture
to their representation, and from their details to their entirety, from a localism
perspective.

What's more, this article also focuses on the modern representation of Hakka culture.

It concludes the Hakka culture and styles of Hakka architecture, to select the best



elements that can representative the Hakka culture, and in further to extract the
symbols when doing modern design, trying to provide the architecture design as a
reference, in order that the Hakka culture and be inherited and developed in the future.
