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Abstract

In the traditional English teaching of the junior middle school, examination
often becomes the evaluation objectives of students' learning and the test score is
measured as the only evaluation criterion for students' learning effectiveness. This
type of one-sided way of teaching evaluation has become a big obstacle to the
all-round development of students and also the improvement of the teaching
efficiency.

"In the process of English teaching we should take formative evaluation as the
top priority, pay attention to developing and boosting the students' enthusiasm and
self-confidence." The new concept proposed in The English Curriculum Standards
has become the guideline for the reform of evaluation of English courses. English
teachers should study and get themselves familiarized with this concept, so that they
can combine formative assessment and summative assessment and positively apply
them to their teaching practice, and thus earnestly create an evaluation system which
can facility the present mode of teaching and learning, promote the students' interest
in learning and develop their self-study ability.

Exploring English teaching evaluation problem of junior high school not only
can cope with new challenges and requirement proposed by English curriculum
standards, but also can promote the reformation of teaching methods and teachers
development, as well as can help change competition mechanism by test-based
background, establish harmonious interpersonal relationship, and build the course
culture. This paper first analyzes the evaluation research background and significance
in the English teaching of the junior high school and then expounds the relevant
theories of English teaching evaluation, analyzes the existing problems and causes in
the traditional English teaching evaluation methods, presents the case analysis based
on the English class teaching, and finally put forward some constructive strategies in
the following aspects, such as the establishment of learning groups, strengthening of
students' self-assessment and mutual assessment, simulative evaluation of teachers,
pertinent evaluation, parental evaluation, creating learning documents, conducting

English activities, emphasis on teaching diary and lecture notes, etc.
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
