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Abstract

Nowadays, services trade is a field which develops most rapidly in
international trade. With rapid development and larger share of services trade in
international trade ,every government has realized that services trade can bring
in much more business opportunities and profit. In addition, services trade may
involve some sensitive issues, such as national security. national culture and
social stablization, etc . Thus every government attaches importance to the
certain degree of trade protections in service in the formation of its trade
policy .Trade protection in service differs significantly from that in goods. Tariff
barriers are seldom applied in service trade protection. Instead, the barriers take
the forms of inspection and certification system, etc. Theses protective measures
are more complicated and severe than trade barriers in goods ,whether in terms
of forms or content. Therefore, it is important to fully understand the nature of
service trade barriers, which will help us a lot when we come to the issues of
protection of our own service industry and the multinational negotiation in the
liberization of service trade.

Firstly, the thesis analyzes the definition and classification of service
trade barriers and points out its unique features .Secondly, the thesis adopts the
analytic tool applied in barriers to trade in goods to analyze the economic effect
of service trade barriers, demonstrating services trade barriers will reduce social
welfare. Thirdly, from the perspectives of government interference ,the thesis
discusses the reasons that welfare reducing services trade barriers have been
continually used by countries. Fourthly, the thesis applies a method of
measurement of services trade barriers to show the status of services trade
barriers in some typical countries such as the United States. Finally, the thesis
analyzes the status quo of Chinese services trade, discusses the shortcomings of
Chinese services trade barriers regime ,and forwardes some proposal for

promoting Chinese services trade .
