Powerful economic entity must have a strong financial as the backing. the bank
is financing the crucial intermediary, is an important pillar of the economic growth.
Improving banking performance is not only about their own interests, but also about
the level of quality of economic operation of the entire country. After the WTO
transition period, our financial sector further to the outside world, this brings
significant opportunities for the banking industry, and also presents a huge challenge,
the study on banking performance can provide the basis for the commercial banks to
adjust the allocation of resources and business strategies, to provide guidance and
support for government regulators to develop regulatory policies and also of great
significance to China's financial sector stability and development in the world. On
basis of traditional SCP framework and the results of previous studies, the dissertation
makes the introduction of the structure of property rights, capital adequacy ratio and
other structural variables to discuss many impacts of the structural factors related to
Chinese banking sector performance.

The thesis is divided into five chapters. The first chapter first introduces the
background and significance of this article, the topics and content, then initially set
the analytical framework; The second chapter reviews the theoretical basis of this
dissertation, makes classified summary of domestic and foreign theoretical and
empirical researches; from four aspects of the return on assets, market concentration,
property, capital adequacy ratio for the third chapter of the status of the Chinese
banking sector, the studies show that Chinese banking industry operating performance
has improved obviously, and clarifies the oligopoly market structure, the single
property rights’ structure and the level of capital adequacy ratio lower than the
international level; Chapter IV analyzes the complexity of Chinese banking market
performance and market structure, ownership structure, capital structure and other
factors using multi-level regression methods of panel data of 12 Chinese banks in

recent years, this comes to the conclusion that the state-owned property is not
conducive to the mprovement of banking performance, capital adequacy ratio is
positively related to banking performance and so on; On the basis of the previous
qualitative and quantitative studies, the fifth chapter suggests to reduce the barriers to
entry, perfect the exit mechanism, deepen the reform of state-owned property,
improve the management of capital adequacy ratio and improve the internal efficiency

of banks, some existing research shortages in this article list at the end.
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
