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Abstract

As one of the two basic production sectors of traditional society in China,
Handicraft industry occupies an important role in socio-economic researches. Fujian
handicraft production has a long history and is full of regional characters, handmade
paper has a very wide market among so many regional handicraft products. With the
development of the times and the marketization process, some traditional crafts
decline,others struggle to survive. More and more researchers aroused gazing upon
the fate of the traditional crafts. Man-made paper is one of the folk arts and
crafts.Selecting handmade paper for observing object, this dissertation can reveal,
under the context of globalization, how the traditional handicrafts butt into the market,
and to explore the handicraft industry in the contemporary issues facing the survival
and development, and attempts to make some thinking for the rural industry
development model .

This dissertation concerns the market expansion of handmade paper, analyzes its
history development process(Chapter 2), and on this basis, describes the local
handmade paper production processes and the technology heritage in detail (Chapter
3). For outlining the perspectives of the market expansions, on the one hand it takes
the market management and organization as the core (Chapter 4) to show how the
elite artisans face the market; on the other hand, narrates the changes of the whole
industry and artisans group in the market expansion from the view of artisans' life and
belief world (Chapter 5. 6). At last, after a contrastive analysis of the field work, and a
deep evaluation of the document data, this thesis has the following considerations:
