2. Comparatives of sports resources supplication: more manual fitness clubs built,
while natural sporting playground almost vanished; more organization resource, but
lack of general usage; experience and enthusiasm take place of advanced theory on
developing sporting; seldom benefit from state law and regulatory; competitions are
more than those in villages while over centralized in time management.

3. Policy Suggestions: integrate sporting resources both inside and outside of
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community and develop more resources; change Collective dividends by cash to
athletics consumptive equipment; Increase relevant law and regulation on Villages in
city; expand sports instructor team; coordinate relations between formal and informal
institutions for better sporting development ; Strengthen the interaction with migrant
workers , support the neighborhood and folk sponsoring event, making the
competition more close to people.
