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Abstract

The development of the network has greatly changed the way of life and
communication. The way people acquire knowledge is also changed. The network
copyright i1s a new form of copyright under the network environment. Network
copyright contains two meanings. One meaning is that the rights of the copyright
owner when the traditional work is uploaded to the network, that is, the right of
“information network transmission ”.The other meaning is when the copyright
owner of the network works in the network environment complete new works ,for
these works ,they also enjoy the copyright. Network makes the spread form of the
works great changes .The spread speed is faster. Once works are disclosed on the
internet, its replication, propagation, downloads, and a series of infringement
behaviors are difficult to be grasped by copyright owner. It is difficult for them to
know whether their work is reproduced, where is reproduced, how many people
through illegally reproduced content have seen the works. Even after the occurrence
of infringement, it is difficult to show evidence to the court. Therefore, the
traditional copyright protection rules are difficult to obtain satisfactory effect in
solving the infringements of foreign network copyright.

The Law of the People's Republic of China on Application of Laws to
Foreign-Related Civil Relations issued on October 2010, for the first time, indicates
a rule over the application of intellectual property infringement which states
that:"The tort liability of intellectual property is applied to the law of the place where
request for protection, and the parties may choose the applicable law of the court
after the occurrence of infringement."This provision, although clearly defined the
applicable law of the intellectual property infringement, can be applied to copyright
infringement. But the connection point is too single. The autonomy of the parties
imposes too many restrictions. So the provision is difficult to adapt to the complex
international network copyright infringement cases. At the same time, the network

infringement legislation only involves infringement of personality rights through the



internet . The network only as one of tort ways is enumerated. Our network copyright
infringement cases mostly make no mention of selection process and the reasons of
applicable law. Most of the them directly apply Chinese law .Therefore, in the face
of the trend that there will have more and more network copyright infringement
cases in the future, it is necessary to conduct a thorough study and analysis of the
network copyright infringement applicable law.

The thesis is composed of three chapters apart from introduction and conclusion.
Chapter 1 1s a brief introduction of international network copyright infringement. It
firstly introduces the concept of network works and network copyright. Then it
introduces the concept and types of the network copyright infringement .At last, it
introduces the foreign related nature and network nature of foreign network
copyright infringement .Chapter 2 introduces foreign network copyright
infringement law application. Firstly, it introduces the traditional rules of copyright
infringement law application .Secondly, it introduces the impact of the network on
the law application of copyright infringement and new theories of network copyright
infringement law application. Lastly, it introduces the practice of foreign network
copyright infringements. Chapter 3 analyzes the legislation and practice of the
network copyright infringement. Then it puts forward the suggestions of the network

copyright infringement law application.
