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Abstract

Juveniles, as a socially disadvantaged group, not only will be adults
tomorrow, but also closely related with each country, nation and even the entire
human society. Meanwhile, their rights and interests are very easy to be
disregarded and violated by external force, especially by adult-s. At present,
there are many imperfect places in Chinese juveniles’ civil trial of hearing
procedure. In entity standard, it is also faced with many bottlenecks that are
hard to be broken through. This paper focuses on envisaging procedure
predicament and insufficiency entity standard encountered in our juveniles’
civil trial practice by beginning with current situation of juveniles’ rights
protection in our juveniles’ civil trial, analyzes the legal basis of special
protection on juveniles’ legal rights in civil trial, combines with beneficial
exploration on aspects of judicial conciliation, way of court trial and judgment
