, Ithe Texas Feed Law, designed primarily to protect purchasers of com 
mercial feed against adulterated and inferior articles, was enacted by thc 
legislature in 1905. In  this bulletin is  presented the work of the Texai 
Agricultural Experiment Station in the inspection of feeding stuffs faun( 

" ? markets of Texas during the year ended August 31, 1924. 

HISTORICAL 
'rior to 1870 practically the only feeding stuffs used in this countrj 

.,,,, those produced by the owners of the domestic animals to be fed, t h t  
only exceptions being the comparatively small amount rquired by those 
owned by people living in cities and towns. 

The by-products from various milling operations were not utilized for  
feeding fifty years ago because little was known in regard to their value. 
These products were frequently burned, run into streams, or  buried in the 
soil. The ready-mixed feed of today did not exist a t  tha t  time. The 
scientific feeding of domestic animals for the production of milk, fat ,  or  
work was not known. 

The f irst  'step toward the use of manufactured products was the grind- 
ing of the whole grains previous to feeding. This, however, was practiced 
only to a limited extent and was not a commercial proposition as  the 
producer usually carried these grains to the grist mill to be ground. The 
first commercial feeds were simple mixtures such as  corn and oat chops or 
those produced by grinding together two or more cereals. 

During the decade previous to 1880, scientific feeding of fa rm animals 
in the United States may be said to have begun. About this tlme scientists 
began teaching this subject in educational institutions and the study of 
animal nutrition was largely instrumental in promoting the use of many 
by-product feeds. 

Wheat bran which today is known as  a valuable feed was f irst  con- 
sidered as  such in 1883 a t  which time experiments were made with cattle 
fed with this commodity and the results were very satisfactory. Other 
by-products were discovered to  have feeding value and the demand has 
steadily increased. In  the early days when there was little or  no com- 
merce in feeding stuffs there was no necessity for  regulating their sale, 
but as  the industry increased, various forms of fraud and deceit began to 
be practiced. Feeds were often adulterated and misbranded and i t  may be 
said that  these practices were the direct cause of the enactment of laws 
regulating commerce in feeds. In 1895 Connecticut enacted the f irst  feed

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LW in this country. Shortly thereafter other States began to pass feed 
~ws.  For a number of years prior to 1905, letters were received by the 
exas Agricultural Experiment Station complaining of the character of 

the feed sold in the State, and requesting information as  to how protec- 
tion against fraud could be secured. These requests led to the preparation 
of a bill supported by the Cattle Raisers' Association of Texas, the .Texas 
Cottonseed Crushers' Association and the Texas Grain Dealers' Associa- 

on, and its enactment into law in 1905 was due largely to their efforts. 

DEFINITIONS OF TERMS 

Moisture i s  present in all feeding stuffs. The material may seem to be 
ry, but, nevertheless, i t  contains an appreciable amount of water which 
determined by heating a known quantity of the feed a t  the temperature 

I boiling water for  several hours and noting the loss of weight. No very 
ose comparison can be made of the value of feeding stuffs, unless they are 
)mpared on a moisture-free basis. 

Protein is a term which includes all the nitrogenous compounds of a 
!ed, regardless of their nature. The animal uses protein to restore the 
aste of tissues and muscles, and form flesh. Protein may also be oxidized 
- the body to produce heat, or i t  may serve as  a source of f a t  in case of 
deficiency in carbohydrates and f a t  accompanied by an excess of protein. 
is, however, a costly source of heat and fat. 

Protein enters very largely into the composition of the white of egg, 
an meat, curd of milk, gelatin, etc., and, therefore, is a ve+'y necessary 
~gredient for  the feeder to purchase. It is the most important nutrient in 
heding stuffs and usually is the most expensive to purchase. With a given 
!eding stuff, the more protein i t  contains, the better its quality, compared 
ith other feeding stuffs of the same class. 

I t  is impossible, however, to compare the value of feeding stuffs of 
~fferent  kinds on a protein basis alone. For example, a cottonseed meal 
mtaining 45 per cent. of protein does not have five times the value of corn 
lops containing 9 per cent. of protein. There are other constituents of 

, ~ t h  feeds, namely, f a t  and carbohydrates which are of great value to 
animals and corn chops contain more carbohydrates than cottonseed meal. 

Fat is composed of substances which are extracted from the dry feed- 
ing stuffs by ether and consists chiefly of fa t s  and oils in the case of most 
-?eding stuffs, but in the case of fodders and hays, it is composed to a 

reat extent of waxes, chlorophyll and other substances. A pound of 
igestible f a t  is equal to 2.25 pounds of carbohydrates in producing heat 
nd energy. F a t  is used in the animal body a s  a source of body fat ,  to 
lrnish heat to keep its body warm, and energy to run the animal mechan- 
m and produce work. All involuntary muscular movements require 
1erg.y which is furnished by the oxidation of fats, carbohydrates or pro- 
!in. An excess of f a t  in feeding stuffs tends to retard digestion and 

certain feeds containing over 10 per cent. may become sour and unpalatable. 
F a t  ranks next to protein in value as  a feeding constituent. 
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Crude Fiber is found chiefly in the woody part  of grains, hay an 
other woody material and is usually the most indigestible portion of 
feed. By means of fermentation in the intestines crude fiber is digeste 
to some extent by animals which chew the cud. The operation, howeve] 
consumes so much energy tha t  a large proportion of the value of the crud 
fiber is taken up by the process of digestion. Ordinarily a feeding stu. 
having a high content of crude fiber is classed as a low-grade feed. Cotton 

hulls, oat hulls, peanut hulls, rice hulls, corn cobs and materials of a 
tr nature contain a high percentage of crude fiber. For the reason 
;he consumer can usually provide sufficient fibrous materials, i t  is un- 
for him to expend money for  the purchase of feeding stuffs contain- 

ing a large amount of this difficultly digestible constituent. If the crude 
fiber in cottonseed meal exceeds certain limits, i t  indicates that  the feed is 
adulterated with cottonseed hulls. In a similar way crude fiber in excess 
of a given standard indicates the presence of corn cobs or  corn bran in 

:hops, rice hulls in rice bran, etc. 
Lsh is the residue left af ter  submitting a portion of the feeding stuff 

action of low heat. It represents mostly tha t  portion of the plant 
wrllcrl comes from the soil and contains a certain amount of sand, chiefly 
consists of the alkalies, lime, magnesia, soda and potash combined with 
chlorine and carbonic, sulphuric or phosphoric acid. Ash is  very valuable 
to the animal inasmuch a s  i t  furnishes material for  the formation of bones, 
without which the health of the animal would be seriously interfered with. 
An excessive amount of ash in a feed indicates adulteration with dirt, sand 
or other mineral matter. 

Nitroqen-free Extract includes starch, sugar, gums and other bodies 
of a similar nature. These, together with the fat ,  maintain the animal heat 
and furnish energy for  the production of work required, provided the animal 
is sufficietly nourished. The nitrogen-free extract of most feeding stuffs 
nf a concentrated nature is composed largely of sugars and starches which 

readily digested. 

VERAGE COMPOSITION OF FEEDING STUFFS ON BASIS OF

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fcr  these products which are 5.50 per cent., 6.50 per cent., and 8.50 per 
cent., respectively, indicating the presence of an  excess of ground wheat 
bran. Most of the shipments sold in violation of the law originated in 
Kansas, although several Texas mills have not yet corrected their method 
of milling or labeling. Continuous violations of State and Federal laws 
will force the Feed Control Service to file additional complaints against 
certain manufacturers and also cancel the registrations of all brands illegal- 
ly sold. 

DIGESTIBLE PROTEIN, PRODUCTIVE ENERGY AND RELATIVE 
VALUES OF FEEDS 

We are able to compute the commercial value of fertilizers but i t  is 
impossible to state fixed relative money values of feeding stuffs. It would 
be interesting and exceedingly valuable to be able to calculate what should 
be considered the cost of protein, carbohydrates, and fats  as  based upon the 
ton prices of a variety of feeds. This information would enable us to 
compare feeds on a basis of money value, but would not furnish informa- 
tion ccncerning the value of a given feed for restoring the waste of tissues 
or muscles, and forming flesh. At the present time the value of a feed 
for this important work is measured by means of its content of digestible 
protein. 

The value of a feed for supplying warmth, energy, or for productive 
purposes is measured by the quantity of f a t  that  i t  will produce .upon a 
fattening animal. This productive energy, stated in terms of therms, is 
the most advanced method of estimating the value of a feeding stuff. By 
means of the content of digestible protein and the productive energy, i t  
is possible to compare one feed with another and, therefore, determine 
which one is the most valuable for feeding purposes. 

The following Table No. 2 shows the average digestible protein, pro- 
ductive energy and relative values of feeds, based upon the figures given in 
Table No. 1 and retail prices of Corn Chops and 43% Protein Cottonseed 
Meal in March and September, 1924. The method used in arriving a t  
these figures is described fully in Bulletin No. 323.

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ADVICE TO PURCHASERS OF FEED 

Official Tag.-Do not accept any feeding stuff unless Texas tax tags 
are attached to the sacks, and purchase only those brands which are manu- 
factured by companies whose record of inspection shows that  their guaran- 
tees are maintained. 

Examine Official Tag.-In purchasing feeding stuffs, always carefully 
examine the official tags attached and purchase on the official guarantf 
and actual analysis as  indicated in the reports of Feed Control Service, a r  

'disregard statements of salesmen or in advertising matter, if they difft 
from the official tag. 

Goods Not as  Represented.-In case any purchaser receives goods 
which he thinks are not as  represented, he may write to the Feed Control 
Service, giving full details of the matter, stating the quantity on hand and 
his reasons for suspecting the feed is not as  represented. The Feed Contrcl 
Service will investigate the matter carefully and either send an inspecto 
if conditions justify so doing, or else send instructions for taking a sampl 
of the feed for further examination. 

Freight Bills, Invoices, Etc.-It is important that  purchasers of feed 
in car lots should always have available for use of the inspector the follow- 
ing information: The total number of tons in the shipment; number and 
initials of car in which shipment is  received; number and date of waybill; 
name cf railroad issuing waybill; name of town from which shipment was 
made; name of firm from which feed was purchased; date of original way- 
bill; date shipment was received and price per ton. This information is 
especially valuable to the Service in all cases involving the shipment of 
feed from other States, as i t  will assist in proving the sale and protectin 
Texas purchasers under the Federal law.

STANDARDS AND DEFINITIONS ADOPTED 

The Texas Feed Law empowers the Director of the Texas Agricwltural 
Experiment Station to adopt names, standards and definitions for feeding 
stuffs. The Director may refuse the registration of any feeding stuffs 
under a name which is misleading as  to the materials of which i t  is madn 
or which does not conform to the standards and definitions adopted. If 
feeding stuff is registered and then discovered to be in violation of t h  
standards and definitions adopted, the Director has the power to cancel th  
registration after ten days' notice. If a manufacturer is uncertain as  t 
how a certain brand should be registered, i t  will be advisable for him t 
correspond with the Feed Control Service before making application fo 
registration. 

In accepting certificates for the registration of feeding stuffs to be 
sold in Texas, many of the definitions adopted by the Association of Feed 
Control Officials are followed closely. In addition to the official definitions, 
the following includes standards and definitions formulated by the Feed 
Control Service from the most reliable data available. Definitions not from 
A. F. C. 0. are marked with an  asterisk (*). 
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Alfalfa Products 

Alfalfa Meal is the entire alfalfa hay ground and does not contai 
lmixture of ground alfalfa straw or other foreign materials. Stanc 
; must contain not less than 13 per cent. of crude protein and 1 per cc 
i crude fat ,  and not more than 30 per cent. of crude fiber. 

Chopped Alfalfa is the entire alfalfa hay chopped and not ground fi 
enough to become a meal. It must not contain an  admixture of alc- 

raw or other foreign materials. Standard: It must contain not less 
I per cent. of crude protein and 1 per cent. of crude fat ,  and not more 
! per cent. of crude fiber.

Provided that no portion of this stated 25 per cent. of other grains, weed 
seeds or foreign material shall be deliberately added. The ingredients must 
be stated as barley, other grains, weed seeds and other foreign material. 

Brewers' and Distillers' Products 

Brewers' Dried Grains are the properly dried residue from cereals 01 
tained in the manufacture of beer. 

Distillers' Dried Grains are the dried residue from cereals obtained i 
the manufacture of alcohol andl distilled liquors. The product shall bea 
the designation indicating the cereal predominating. 

Distillers' Corn Solubles, a by-product from the manufacture of alcohc 
from corn, is a mash liquor concentrated after the removal of the alcohc 
and wet grains.

PURPOSE OF THE TEXAS FEED LAW 

The purpose of the Texas Feed Law is to afford protection to manu 
facturers and purchasers of feedingstuffs in the State of Texas. 

Through the rigid enforcement of the law the Feed Control Service 
furnishes protection against adulterated feed which has resulted in many 
low-grade feeds being withdrawn from the market. Consumers have be- 
come better acquainted with the value of various materials used for feed- 
ing animals, and they are enabled to purchase feeds more profitably than 
before the feed law w'as enacted. By comparing the ingredients, analyses 
and prices of various feeds, the purchaser is enabled to determine for 
himself which feeding stuff is best suited for his particular need. If h 
should have any difficulty in this regard, he may write to the Feed Contrc 
Service for additional information. 

The honest manufacturer of feeding stuffs is protected by the develop 
ment and impartial enforcement of uniform standards and definitions which 
have a tendency to eliminate unfair competition. Every manufacturer is 
expected to comply with the law, not only for the sake of compliance, but 
because in the long run i t  is the wiser course. The manufacturer who 
habitually complies with the law has the confidence of the consumers of 
the feed and the public in general and avoids the unnecessary expense and 
the unsavory reputation incident to prosecution for violation. 

The following summary of the Texas Feed Law is given for the in- 
formation of those who are not thoroughly familiar with its provisions: 
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SUMMARY OF THE TEXAS FEED LAW 

1. (a) Feeding stuffs covered by the law: 
All materials offered or exposed for sale, distributed or sold for feed- 

ing purposes except those especially excluded. 

(b) Feeding stuffs not covered by the law: 
Hay and straw; whole seeds or grains of wheat, barley, rye, oats, 

Indian corn, rice, buckwheat or broom corn; any other whole or unground 
grains or seeds. 

2. Statements to be printed on official tags securely attached to bags: 
(a) Net weight of package. 
(b) Name of feeding stuff. 
(c) Name and address of manufacturer or importer. 
(d) Place of manufacture. 
(e) Minimum percentage of crude protein. 
(f)  Minimum percentage of crude fat. 
(g) Minimum percentage of nitrogen-free extract, 
(h) Maximum percentage of crude fiber. 
(i) Names of ingredients (if a mixed feed). 
(j) Percentage of each ingredient when rice hulls, peanut hulls, 

:om cobs, oat hulls, cottonseed hulls, or similar substances are present in 
, mixed feed. 

A copy of the Texas Feed Law will be sent to interested persons on 
-equest. 

RULINGS UNDER THE LAW 

The law provides that  the Director of the Texas Agricultural Experi- 
nent Station shall be empowered to prescribe and enforce such rules and 
.egulations as  he may deem necessary to carry into effect the intent and 
neaning of the feed law. In  accordance with this provision, rules and 
~egulations have been promulgated and printed in Control Circular E of 
,he Experiment Station, a copy of which will be gladly furnished upon 
-equest. The Feed Control Service recommends that  the official tags be 
lewed on the bags through the eyelets and the use of metal dead-lock fasten- 
!rs be avoided, on account of possible damage to men and animals. 

REFUNDS 

The Texas Feed Law makes no provision for the payment of refunds 
o cover deficiencies and although this practice often shows the good in- 
ention of the manufacturer, the payment of such funds will have no 
,caring on any subsequent action which may be taken in case of violation 
~f the law. The law does not contemplate tha t  the purchaser of a feeding 
tuff should be required to have an  analysis made in order to secure pro- 
ection. When refunds are paid, dealers will be required to prorate them 
o the purchasers so that  the consumers may receive their henefit. The  

payment of refunds never fully remunerates the consumer for being 
furnished feed which i s  deficient in valuable nutrients,  and manufacturers 
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trre advised to be certain in advance that shipments are u p  to the guaran 
tee in every respect. 

It is sometimes necessary to know how to calculate the refund du 
on account of deficiency in protein in cottonseed meal. To find the refund 
which is due the purchaser, divide the cost per ton by the number showing 
the percentage of protein guaranteed. This gives the cost per ton of 1 
per cent. of protein. Multiply this result by the number of per cent. de- 
ficient. Finally, multiply this result by the number of tons purchased, 
which will give the total amount of refund due. Example: If a shipment 
containing thirty tons of cottonseed meal costing $40 per ton is  purchased 
under a guarantee of 43% protein, and is found to contain but 38 yo proteir 
how much refund is due ? 

40+43=$0.93 (cost per ton of 1 per cent. protein). 
43-38=5 (number of per cent. deficient). 

$0.93>( 5=$4.65 (cost of ton of 5 per cent. protein). 
$4.65 x 30=3139.50 (total amount of refund due). 
This method of calculating refunds applies only to cottonseed meal 

and peanut meals, which are sold on a protein basis, but i t  does not appl: 
to other feeds. 

CONTROL OF INTERSTATE SHIPMENTS 

In enforcing the law the State has the cooperation and assistance of 
the United States Department of Agriculture as regards adulterated and 
misbranded interstate shipments. On March 9, 1912, the Director of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Station received a commission from the 
United States Department of Agriculture to collect samples of interstate 
shipments of feed and practically all such shipments showing a deficiency 
and adulteration are sampled not only under the Texas Feed Law but also 
und6r the Federal Food and Drugs Act of 1906. The Federal samples are 
analyzed under the direction of Dr. G .  S. Fraps, Collaborating Chemist, and 
duplicate portions of the samples are forwarded to the Bureau of Chemistry 
Laboratory a t  New Orleans, St. Louis or Washington. The Federal Govern- 
ment prosecutes many of the manufacturers of these feeds, but this does 
rot  preclude action by the Texas Feed Control Service if considered necessar: 

, for the protection of Texas consumers. 
The Feed Control Service during the year 1923-24 continued its co 

operation with the Federal Government. By means of this cooperation, 
the Feed Control Service is in position to control interstate shipments of 
feed and protect the Texas purchaser who buys feeding stuffs manufactur- 
ed in other States. 

SHIPMENTS WITHDRAWN FROM SALE 

A11 dealers are advised to withdraw from sale shipments of feed 
which they know do not conform to the requirements of the Texas feed law, 
until such time when they can be legally sold. The dealer is directly 
responsible if feed in his possession fails. to meet the requirements of the '  
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law and the same penalty attaches to exposing or offering for sale any un- 
labeled feed as  for selling the same. The dealer should always be a law- 
sbiding citizen and voluntarily withdraw from sale all untagged shipments 
and those which he knows or suspects are adulterated or misbranded and 
then write to the Feed Control Service for instructions and its cooperation. 

The following table shows the summary of the feeds withdrawn from 
sale during the year ended August 31, 1924, and gives the number of ship- 
ments withdrawn, the amounts, and the special reason for their withdraw- 
al  from sale. It also shows the number of manufacturers represented. 

Untagged shipments were properly labeled with tags furnished by the 
manufacturers. Improperly labeled shipments were relabeled with official 
;ags properly printed, or with tags showing guarantees that  cox 
naintained and, in still other cases, shipments were returned to the 
xfacturer. The sales of goods below guarantees were, in practical 
-nstances, adjusted by manufacturers paying refunds to dealers anc 
sumers when the deficiencies were sufficient to warrant such actio~ 
all cases when refunds were made to dealers, the dealers were advi: 
prorate the same among their customers, in so f a r  as posslbIe, sc 
the ultimate consumer would receive its benefit. Attention is directel 
special information on page 24 regarding refunds.

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JOHN JAMES KELLY 

IN MEMORIAM 
On the sixteenth of February, 1924, John James Kelly, 

Feed Inspector, passed to his reward. Mr. Kelly lost his life 
in a fire which completely destroyed the Nocona Hotel, No- 
cona, Texas. As he was closely identified with the work of 
the Feed Control Service of Texas for  several years it is  ap- 
propriate for  us to pay tribute to his memory and express 
our app~eciation of the life and labors of this man. 

John James Kelly, son of John and Margaret Cullity 
Kelly, was born in Vandalia, Illinois, February 1, 1870. He 
was educated in the public schools of that  city and in the 
early 90's removed to St. Louis, Missouri, where he entered 
the employ of the City Government. He served the city 
of St. Louis faithfully until he came to Texas in 1911. Pre- 
vious to his becoming associated with the Feed Control Serv- 
ice, Mr. Kelly held responsible positions with the Texas Cot- 
tonseed Crushers' Association, Galveston, Texas, and with 
the Port Arthur Rice Milling Company, Port Arthur, Texas. 

Mr. Kelly became connected with the Division of Feed 
Control Service a s  Feed Inspector, January 17, 1918, and 
served until he resigned on September 1, 1921. He was re- 
appointed September 12, 1922, and served faithfully until his 
death. In the performance of all his official duties he was 
earnest, industrious and eacient .  He was conscientious, 
honest in all his dealings and loyal to his friends. He i s  sur- 
vived by a brother and three sisters who mourn his 1;ss and 
by a large circle of friends who received the announcement 
of his tragic death with genuine sorrow.
