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RESUMEN

El propdsito de esta investigacion es comprobar la existencia de correlacion
entre el desarrollo del lenguaje y la comprension lectora en la etapa escolar.
De acuerdo con la literatura, el desarrollo del lenguaje contintia durante los
afos escolares, se relaciona con el desarrollo de la comprensién lectora y
esta relacion se potencia con la escolarizacion. La muestra esta constituida
por 83 estudiantes tipicos, de entre seis a diez afios y once meses,
representativos del total de estudiantes de primero a cuarto basico de un
colegio tipico. La muestra se evalu6 con dos pruebas: una para determinar el
perfil del lenguaje, la bateria BLOC-S, y otra para evaluar la comprensién
lectora, la prueba CL-PT. Los resultados se analizaron mediante estadistica
descriptiva y analitica; se realiz6 un analisis de correlaciéon entre el
desempefio en cada subprueba de lenguaje y la comprensiéon lectora
utilizando el test de Pearson. Se encontré una correlacion significativa entre
el perfil del lenguaje y la comprensidn lectora. Se realiz6 una comparacion
entre los cursos. Se determind que tanto en el perfil del lenguaje como en la
comprensioén lectora existen diferencias significativas entre algunos de los
cursos evaluados. En conclusién, es posible establecer una correlacidon
positiva y significativa entre el perfil de desarrollo del lenguaje y la
comprensién lectora y se pudo establecer que el perfil de desarrollo del
lenguaje varia en los distintos niveles escolares.
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ABSTRACT

The goal of this study was to test the correlation between language
development and reading comprehension in school-age children. As a
background, literature indicates that language development continues
throughout the school years. This process it is related to the development of
reading comprehension, and this relationship is enhanced with schooling.
The sample included 83 typical students, aged between six to ten years with
eleven months, representative of all students in first to fourth grade from a
typical school. The sample was assessed using two tests, one for
determining the profile of language using BLOC-S battery and another to
measure reading comprehension using the CL-PT. The results were analyzed
by descriptive and analytical statistics. A correlation analysis with Pearson
was done between each subtest performance in language and reading
comprehension. We found a significant correlation between the profile of
language and reading comprehension. Besides, a group independent
comparison between grade levels in language and reading comprehension
yields a significant difference in some of them. In summary, it was possible
to establish a positive and significant correlation between the profiles of
language development and reading comprehension. In addition, it was found
that the profile of language development varies across grade levels.
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
