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Summary

The studies presented in this paper show
the positive impact of the early intervention
program on the development of children in
all developmental domains in prematurely
born children, children with extremely low
birth weight, children with developmental
disabilities, and the impact of preschool
programs on later better academic
achievements of children.

The effectiveness of the early intervention
program is also reflected in achieving more
family functionality through the education
of both parents during the early intervention
program. The programs supported by
parents provide a positive outcome for
parenting (a higher degree of satisfaction in
the parental role and higher sensitivity to
the behavior of infants) and for infants (more
mental and motor abilities within expected
development) than control groups in which
education is not provided to parents.

Early childhood programs can be
particularly important for children with
disabilities because they help to strengthen
their overall capacities and bring them into
a position where they will have the greatest
benefit when engaging in educational
programs. In the early intervention process,
many children overcome developmental
delays when they are provided with a
developmentally supportive interaction of
adequate intensity and duration.
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
