This volume is dedicated to the memory of Prof. Dr. Dr. Mariano Alva-
rez-Gomez, founder of the Spanish Hegel’s Society (Sociedad Espafiola de
Estudios sobre Hegel), as a tribute to his intense research on Hegel’s thought
and the foundation of our Society, as well as to his insightful mastery of our
Hegel-Symposia and Conferences in Salamanca since 1992.

After his MAs in Philosophy and Theology in the Pontifical University of
Salamanca, M. Alvarez-Gdémez travelled to Miinchen to follow up his intellectu-
al development, to which he devoted his whole scholarly life. His metaphysical
approach to the problems of philosophy can be briefly exemplified in his two
doctorate theses. He received his D. Phil. Degree first from the University of
Miinchen (on N. von Kues), and, back in Spain, from the University of Valen-
cia with a thesis on Hegel. Five decades of fruitful philosophical research and
academic life set forth his contribution to the advance of Hegel’s knowledge
in the Spanish-speaking culture and make evident his great work both as
philosopher and professor.

Moreover, the essays illustrate the rela-
tionship with the person and the work of our founder-president as well as the
profound philosophical interest that we all share with him.
