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INTRODUCTION 

The library of the late Glenn W. Shaw is of interest primarily 
as a representation of the taste of a discriminating Western 
scholar of Japanese life and literature. All of Glenn Shaw's 
friends, both Japanese and Western, who were privileged to know 
him, speak of his library, which was the dominating feature of his 
home in Japan. When he retired to Boulder, his library lined the 
walls of a roomy basement study in his home close to the University 
of Colorado. 

The collection contains several hundred reference books and 
other materials in English on Japanese literature and history and 
long files of the leading periodicals for the study of Japan, such 
as the Transactions of the Asiatic Society of Japan, of which 
Glenn Shaw was a long-time member. 

Among the rare and valuable periodical files in Japanese were 
Shinano, a journal of local history of the Shinano district in 
Japan, Kyodo kenkyu a journal of Japanese local studies, and files 
of the Osaka Mainichi Shimbun, a newspaper with which he had a 
long and intimate connection. 

Glenn Shaw's great interest in the Japanese language is shown 
by the very many expensive sets of Japanese dictionaries. The sets 
of reference books in Japanese include the leading biographical and 
historical sources and encyclopedias. 

In Japanese history and literature, the emphasis is on the 
eighteenth and early nineteenth century, a period in which 
Glenn Shaw took exceptional interest. The materials on haiku, the 
Japanese seventeen syllable poem, are outstanding. They reveal 
the tastes of a man who was a constant contributor of his own haiku 
to the Japanese language press. 

Glenn W, Shaw was born in California in 1886, and received 
his A.B. degree from Colorado College in 1910, From 1910 to 1915 
he taught in Hawaii, Japan, China and India, and finally settled 
down to a life of teaching in Japan from 1916 to 1940, and 
thoroughly mastered the Japanese language. He turned to translat­
ing, and was able to bring for the first time to the West a number 
of Japanese plays by modern playwrights. Many of these plays 
received their world premiere at the University of Hawaii. 

It was during this period that he established a long-standing 
relationship with Hokuseido, the well-known Tokyo publisher of 
English-language books, who published for him: Japanese scrap 
book, Living ia Japan, Osaka sketches, translations of plays by 
Kurata Hyakuzo, The priest and his disciples, Yamamoto Yuzo, Three 
plays, and Kikuchi Kan, Tojuro's love and four other plays. In 
prose he translated Futabatei Shimei's Mediocrity, and Akutagawa 
Ryunosuke's Tales grotesque and curious. 

During World War II, he was Director of the U.S. Navy's 
Japanese Language School at the University of Colorado, and was 
usually present at interviews of candidates for the School. In 
these, he would remain in the background and would only participate 
should the candidate unwisely admit to a knowledge of Japanese. 
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After the war, he served with the Navy from 1946 to 1949, 
and returned to Japan in 1949, where he was historian with the 
State Department to 1952. During these three years he supervised 
the sorting and microfilming of the vast masses of Japanese 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs archives, which had miraculously 
escaped wartime destruction in Tokyo. 

It was the sincere desire of Glenn Shaw's family that his 
collection be placed where it could be used by scholars and 
students interested in Japan. For this reason they fi.ially decided 
to donate it to the infant East ifest Center in 1962. Under the 
terms of the gift all the books in the collection were to be 
plainly marked with a bookplate, and a catalog was to be published 
as a permanent record of the contents of the Library.
