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Ozet

Bu calismanin amaci, TED Universitesinde yeni uygulamaya konulan ENG101 dersleri programini karar
vericilere var olan programi sonlandirma veya yenileme ile ilgili yardime1 olmak tizere okutman, égrenci ve
yonetici goriisleri ¢ercevesinde programda gelistirilmesi beklenen noktalarin neler oldugunu belirlemektir. Bu
amag¢ kapsaminda olusturulan aragtirma sorulari soyledir:

1) Ogrenciler ne diizeyde dersin kazanimlarina eristiler?

2) Dersin kazanimlarina erismeyi etkileyen ana nedenler nelerdir?

3) Ders materyali kazanimlara erisme amacina hizmet etmekte midir?

4) Programin amaglar1 6grencilerin ihtiyaglarini ne diizeyde karsilamaktadir?

Bu degerlendirme ¢alismasinda Metfessel-Michael degerlendirme modeli kullanilmistir. Bu yaklagim,
genel olarak Tyler modelinden etkilenmis ve o modelle degerlendirme siirecinde kullanilabilecek alternatif veri
toplama araglar1 (¢oklu degerlendirme) onererek modeli gelistirmistir. Calismada Leech ve Onwuegbuzienin
smiflamasina dayanarak kismen karma eszamanli esit statiilii aragtirma deseni kullanilmistir. 2016-2017 Bahar
doneminde ENGI101 dersini alan 273 o6grenci (N = 290) ¢alismanin katilimcilarini olugturmustur. Bu 273
ogrenciden % 59’u (n=160) ankete yanit vermistir. Kayith 6grencilerden (N = 250), bes 6grenci ol¢iit 6rnekleme
yoluyla odak grup gériismesi igin segilmistir. Olgiit olarak cinsiyet dengeli grup ve dersi ilk veya ikinci kez alma
durumu belirlenmigstir. Ayrica, ENG101 derslerini yiiriiten dort okutman da diger bir katilime1 grubudur. Karar
vericilerden biri olan TED Universitesi Ingilizce Dil Okulu miidiirii de diger bir veri kaynagidir. Veri toplamak
igin 50 maddeden ve 5 béliimden olusan ve Gilintek tarafindan gelistirilen anket kullanilmigtir. Veri toplama
araglariny; 6grenciler icin ders degerlendirme anketi, 6grenciler i¢in yar1 yapilandirilmis odak grup gériisme
formu, okutmanlar i¢in yar1 yapilandirilmis bireysel goriisme formu, miidiir igin yar1 yapilandirilmis bireysel
goriigme formu olusturmustur. Ayrica 6grencilerin donem sonu notlar1 da veri olarak kullanilmistir. Nicel
veriler [donem sonu notlar1 (okudugunu anlama, kelime, baska sozciikle agiklama ve sunum becerileri)] ve
Ders Degerlendirme Anketi betimsel olarak analiz edilmis; goriismeler yoluyla toplanan nitel veriler ise igerik
analizine tabi tutularak 4 tema altinda toplanmis ve temalar su sekilde isimlendirilmistir: a)beklenenden daha
yiksek 6grenci basarisi, b)okutmanlarin esnekligi, c)ENG101'de problemle karsilasmama, d)diger paydaslarin
doniitleri. Caliymanin ana bulgulari olarak; yeni uygulanan ENG101 programinin amaglarina 6nemli olgiide
ulagtigi goriilmiistiir. Ogrencilerin ¢ogu, donem sonunda gegme notu olan 65 ve iizerinde bir puan elde
etmislerdir. Ogrenci ders degerlendirme anketi sonuglary; 6grencilerin dersin amaglarindan orta diizeyde
memnun olduklarini gostermistir. En 6nemli bulgu olarak ise; 6grencilerin dersin énemini ve kendi kariyerleri
ile olan iligkisini kavramig olmalaridir.

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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to evaluate the newly implemented curriculum for ENG101 course at TEDU
to help decision makers to decide whether to terminate, or renew the current program, and present to them
what points need to be developed in the program based on instructors and students’ views. In this line, research
questions are as follows:

1) To what extent have the students achieved the outcomes of the course?

2) What are main reasons influencing the achievement of the course outcomes?
3) Does the course pack serve the purpose for achieving the outcomes?

4) How well do the program objectives meet students’ needs?

Metfessel-Michael’s Evaluation model is adopted in this evaluation study. Their approach is heavily
influenced by Tylerian model and elaborates on it suggesting alternative data collection tools that might be used
in evaluation process. Moreover, based on Leech and Onwuegbuzie’s typology, a partially mixed concurrent
equal status design was followed in this evaluation study. There were 273 students (N = 290) taking ENG101
course in 2016-2017 Spring semester and they constituted the participants of the study. Out of 273, 59% (n
= 160) completed the questionnaire. Of enrolled (N = 250) students, 5 students were chosen for focus group
interview based on a gender balanced group, and taking the course either first or second time criteria. Also,
all 4 instructors implementing the curriculum of ENG101 course constituted the second group of participants.
Moreover, TEDU ELS director who is one of the decision makers was another data source. The questionnaire
consisting of 50 items under five sections developed by Giintek was used. As for the data collection tools; course
evaluation questionnaire for the students, a semi-structured focus group interview form for students, a semi-
structured individual interview form for instructors, a semi-structured individual interview form for the director
were utilized. Students’ final grades were also used. Quantitative data [final grades (reading comprehension,
vocabulary, paraphrasing and presentation skills)] and Course Evaluation Questionnaire for the Students were
analyzed descriptively and as for the qualitative data gathered via interviews, content analysis was utilized leading
to 4 themes identified and named as a) better student success than expected, b) instructors’ flexibility, ¢) No
problem raised in ENG101, and d) Feedback from other stakeholders. As for the main findings of the study; new
implemented curriculum in ENG101 has achieved its aims and objectives to a considerable extent. The majority
of students got a score of 65 which corresponds to a passing grade. Questionnaire results regarding students’
evaluation of the course outcomes showed that they are moderately happy with the objectives of the course. The
most significant result is that students recognized the importance of the course and its connection to their career.
