The high school limit, 230, was reached on August 14. Most students
applying after that date were turned away, a few were admitted to the pre-
paratory department with the prov1so that they might recite with high
school classes.

Of the enrollment—

Ninety-six have township scholarshlps

Fifty-nine have paid tuition at $36 a year.

Twenty-four paid tuition at $54 per year. :

Twenty-four are to have tuition paid from district funds

Twenty-one are ninth-grade students promoted from the elementary
training school.

Ten are from the Soldiers’ Orphans’ Home.

Of the 235 students, 86 live in Normal, 72 in Bloomington, 44 outside
of McLean County.

Fifty-three of the 73 high-school classes of the present term are taught
by student teachers. The average size of the classes is 14.

THE ELEMENTARY TRAINING .SCHOOL.

The attendance in the eight grades of the training school is 313; this
is 39 less than last year. The enrollment in the kindergarten is 65. Four
rooms at the Soldiers’ Orphans’ Home enrolling 188 children are taught by
21 student teachers, each of whom gives half-day service. We give in-
struction in music and drawing in these rooms as well as in the traditional
common-school branches. The appropriation made by the State Board of
Administration will fall about $100 short of meeting our expenses in this
department of our training school. In our contract with the State Board of
Administration we have undertaken to take over all the instruction at the
institution next year. In that case your committee on teachers should be
authorized to employ one additional training teacher and four other teach-

“ers. It'is probable that two additignal rooms for training purposes will pro-
vide for our next year’s growth.

The chief drawback at the Soldiers’ Orphans’ Home is the character of
the school buildings. One is old, with insufficient light. Both are heated
‘by. steam direct radiation—with no provision for ventilation. The seats are
old and frequently mutilated. Windows are without shades. The janitor
work is done by boys with no supervision except what the teachers can
give. The State Board of Administration is building a gymnasium and ex-
pect to erect a modern school building next year.

THE MID-SPRING TERM.

This provision of new classes beginning about May 1 has proved
popular with that large class of teachers who teach but seven months.
Many spend eighteen weeks in summer study. The enrollment, 64 in 1914,
117 in 1915, 178 in 1916 leads us to expect more than 200 students in 1917.
It is recommended that four additional instructors be employed for the
spring of 1917.

THE SUMMER SCHOOL.

The attendance in the first summer term, 2,285, showed a gain of 451
over the year before. Although we employed five additional instructors,
many of our classes were still badly crowded. The public school board of
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education kindly granted us the use of its beautiful school building with no
charge except the extra compeénsation of their janitor. . Housing accommo-
dations in Normal proved altogether inadequate. About 200 of our students
found rooms in Bloormington. Although an effort will be made to attract
students to our second term by offering a richer program it is probable that
our attendance next June will reach 2,400, We shall need at least 40 in-
structors besides our regular faculty and will need to use several rooms
in the public school building. It is recommended that these instructors be
employed and that a request be made of the Legislature for $5,000 to enable
us to carry on three auxiliary summer schools in Central Iilinois where
suitable arrangements may be made. It is recommended, too, that funds be
requested for a few lectures at the summer sessions.

NORMAL-SCHOOL EXTENSION.

The plan of Normal-school extension classes as conducted by the
Western Illinois State Normal School and by this institution has received
gpecial commendation at the hands of the State Teachers’ Association.
That body has requested further provision for the work. During the sum-
mer we had correspondence with 51 different towns and cities whose teach-
erg desired to form extension classes.

At a meeting of the presidents of the five State normal schools uniform
rules for extension work were agreed upon. It is probable that the normal
schools at DeKalb and Charleston will offer extension courses next year. It
will not be practicable for us to send out our regular teachers next year.
It is recommended that we provide two additional men to devote their
entire time to extension work for the two years beginning September,
1917, and that we secure also a scholarly teacher to conduct extension
classes for the benefit of country teachers and others who can not conven-
iently attend. at the extension centers. .

THE FACULTY.

In June, Miss Minerva Hall, our assistant in Music, resigned to accept
a better paid and more desirable position at Topeka, Kansas. We have se-
cured Miss Marion Wright of Potsdam, New York, as her successor. Miss
‘Wright is an expert violinist, a carefully trained teacher of public school
music. She is now doing excellent work.
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Migs Frances Morehouse has resigned to accept a more desn“able posi-
tion in the University of Minnesota, her resighation to take effect January 23.

Miss Anna Swainson, our teacher of Arts and Crafts, tendered her
resignation on November 29, to take effect on December 20. Miss Swainson
desires to live in California and has accepted a position in the Los Angeles,
Cal,, State Normal School provided she can secure a releage from her
contract with us. Up to this time we have not been able to find a
satisfactory available teacher.

Mr. D. C. Ridgley undertook a year ago to prepare a geography of
Illinois to be ready at the close of 1917. He finds the work progressing
too slowly and asks for leave of absence on half pay for the remainder of the
winter term. This is the first request for such leave under the rule of the
board.

Mr. C. M. Sanford asks to be relieved from his regular duties during the
summer in order that he may enter the employ of the Redpath Lyceum Bu-

.reau as a chautauqua lecturer.

In September Miss May Knight Steele was employed as Teacher of Eng-
lish in the high school. Her duties include the assembling of data for the
alumni directory and the care of the textbook library. Miss Steele is a
graduate of the Bloomington high school, of the University of Illinois, and ot
our own Teachers’ College.

In another part of this report the question of salaries is discussed. At

. the meeting of the Normal School Council in Springfield on the afternoon
of December 27, the topic for discussion is the “Work and the Pay of Normal
School Teachers.” The members of the State Board of Education are es-
pecially invited to attend this meeting.

The teachers of the various State schools excluding the University of
Illinois; are forming plans to secure pensmn legislation from the next Legis-
lature. They were originally included in the Teachers’ Pension bill; but
when it was found necessary to exclude Chicago and Peoria from the oper-
ation’ of that act, the teachers in the State schools had to be excluded from
what was no longer a “State-wide” pension act. The present law' provided
that a teacher may retire at 50 after 25 years’ of service with an annual pay-
ment of $400. The 21 annual payments that a teacher of 50 may expect are
with money at 4 per cent, worth a cash payment of $5,611.60, or they are
worth a net cash addition of $121.04 to her annual salary.

This makes teaching in our best high schools more attractive than teach-
Ing in normal schools at the present scale of salaries. On two occasions re-
cently desirable teachers refused to consider positions in thig institution be-
cause of the prospective pension awaiting them in high-school work. A
resolution by the State Board of Education in favor of pensions for its em-
ployees will be a powerful aid in securing the legislation desired.

GRADUATING EXERCISES.

At the last commencement we were fortunate in securing for' our com-
mencement speaker President Charles McKenny, of Ypsilanti. General satis-
faction was expressed. It is recommended that a commencement speaker be
provided for 1917, and that a suitable appropriation be made to meet the
expense.

TEXTBOOK LIBRARY.

Inasmuch as the membership of the board has changed since that time I
am submitting herewith a copy of the report made six years ago on modes of
furnishing textbooks in State normal schools. The -board then voted to
provide a textbook library from which books might be rented to students
or sold at net wholesale cost. We then thought $1.00 per term to be a
proper charge. We asked the Forty-seventh General Assembly for $7,000 to
purchase textbooks. This approprlatlon was refuged by the Forty-seventh
and Forty-eighth General Assemblies. " The Forty- -ninth appropriated $2,000
per annum,

During August we purchased from the local book stores their stocks of:d\

salable books for $2,059.57. We have expended the remaffider of the $4,000,
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and a further sum of $170.03 for textbooks, notebooks, pencils, hand magni-
fiers, and rainproof book bags. All articles are sold outright, at net whole-
sale cost, which averages about 20 per cent below the list price. Books
returned in good condition are repurchased with a deduction of one-fifth of
the list price. Since we receive the cash value of every book or other article
before it leaves the library, the permanent investment is only for the sur-
plus stock carried on our shelves.

HOME GARDENS.

Although the summer was so dry and hot as to discourage young garden-
ers, we feel highly gratified with results of our garden supervision. Four
hundred fifty-five children obtained plots of ground and cultivated gardens.
Fifty-four dollars were paid by the children for seeds and shrubs. A table
of market values of vegetables was furnished children to guide them in esti-
mating the value of vegetables furnished to the family. Some raised flowers
only. The vegetable gardens averaged 1.91 cents net return. Each child kept
a record of his work upon blanks.furnished.

We should like to continue the work another year and ask an appropri-
ation of $50 to pay one-third of the expense.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS.

The new heating plant is now in operation with very satisfactory results.
The grading to the north.and east has not been done. There are still walks
to build. 'The plant will not be.completed until a second floor is put in
part of the engine room, engines and electric machinery installed. The cost
of the plant to date including deep well, driveway, and scales is $69,808.84.

Four of the six boilers in the old plant have been sold for $675. The
others, including the old pumps, will bring but little more than the cost of
removing them from the building. )

Tunnels connecting the heating plant with the woman’s dormitory have -
been constructed at a cost of $1,537.27. The steam and water mains and
water heater are still to be installed. The only funds available for this pur-
pose are tuition receipts. ’

Work on the new dormitory has been slow. Labor troubles and delay
in getting material are in part responsible. Although the weather has been ’
unusually fine, bricklaying has been slow, irregular, and frequently entirely
abandoned, and upon the progress of the bricklaying everything else seems
to wait. It is now very doubtful whether the roof will be put upon the build-
ing before spring.

The appropriation of $95,000 will pay for the erection of the building,
the heating system, the vacuum cleaner, and the plumbing. The electric
fixtures, the telephone system, the elevator, the laundry and refrigerating
machinery, the kitchen and dining room equipment, and all the rugs, car-
pets, furniture, and furnishings are still to be purchased. I secured from
Albert Pick & Company complete estimates of the outfit needed and based our
-requests for appropriations upon these estimates. '

THE FARM.

The past year has not been favorable for farming. A good crop of oats, a
light crop of corn injured by early frost was the rule in this section. Our
live stock has been well cared for and has yielded a good profit. © We have .
sold from the farm since March 1, when our last report was dated:

After deducting $1,075.44 for repairs and replacements; and $681.27 for
depreciation, we have a total net profit of $1,800.97 for the nine months.
This profit ‘has been made in spite of the high prices of the corn, alfalfa,
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bran and middlings, tankage, and other foodstuffs that we are obliged to
‘purchase.

Our herds of Heolsteins and Duroc-Jerseys are becoming so well known
that we are now able to dispose of large numbers of breeding ammals at
good prices.

‘We have not lost sight of our original purpose in stocking the farm.
From six to ten students of agriculture are employed to assist in the farm
work; classes visit it every week in the regular course of instruction. .

OUR LEGISLATIVE BUDGET.

The Normal university will request from the Fiftieth General Assembly
an appropriation for the next biennium of $737,385, an increase of 62 per
cent over the appropriations of the last General Assembly. This increase
is in part due to the growth of the school, in part to the development of new
forms of aid that the school is giving to the teachers of the State.

The past two years have been years of unprecedented growth at Normal,
‘We now have seven students in the normal school and teachers college where
we had five two years ago. Some departments are not full to their capacity.
We could double our enrollment of special students of Art, Music, Agri-
culture, and Commerce with no additional teachers, and with little increase
in equipment or operating expense. But in Domestic Science, Domestic Art,
Manual Training, and the kindergarten-primary curriculum we are to the
limit of our capacity, while in many of the ordinary branches classes are
crowded and teachers overworked.

We have assigned to 186 students classes to teach for the winter term,
53 in the university high school. Eighteen of these teach a full half- day.
‘We have over 200 students in our senior class, candidates for graduation in
the summer of 1917. In 1915 we graduated 120.

The contract recently made with the State Board of Administration by
which we have added over 400 children to our training school with only
slight expense to the Normal university, will provide ample training-school
facilities for several years to come even at our present rate of growth. But
for our student body we need more teachers and more classrooms. It is
the new buildings that are needed now, that causes the 62 per cent increase
in askings against the 40 per cent 1ncrease in numbers.

We ask for $174,100 per annum’ for salaries and wages, an increase of
2315 -per cent. Six per cent of this inecrease is for higher salaries and
wages for the present teachers and employees. We propose to pay our
janitors and firemen $800 per year, surely little enough for a man with a
family. Twenty-five years ago professors in this institution received $2,000
for 39 weeks, now they receive $2,500 for 42 weeks, an increase per week’
of 16 per cent. Women have fared somewhat better. Then they received as
assistants, teachers in minor departments, and critic teachers $1,000 per
year; now in these positions they average $1,466, or 36 per cent more per
week than in 1891. Yet all. students of comparative prices estimate the
rise in the cost of living in this quarter century at from 53 to 91 per cent.

We need to add to our staff of instruction additional teachers of
psychology, Hnglish, science, and mathematics, and an additional teacher in
the high school. We now employ one full-time extension teacher, although
eight others are teaching eleven extension classes. The enrollment in these
classes is 677. The added expense to the institution for instruction is, this
year, $2.47 per student. The expense to the student averages.$3.80 for fee
and textbooks. This seems a light expenditure, when we consider the profit
that will come to the schools where these studies are diligently pursued.
We now have 28 classes in 20 cities. We were unable to supply 31 other
cities which applied for classes. We expect this work to grow and are pro-
posing to put two more full-time teachers in the field.
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‘We propose also to organize correspondence courses for country teachers
~and others who can not attend at the extension centers. We shall appoint a
director for this work. :

We shall need at least two more summer school teachers at Normal.
‘We propose also to establish three auxiliary summer schools for young
teachers, putting five competent teachers in charge of each.

We ask also $500 for lectures and $1,200 for student assistants. We
~expect to employ students more largely upon the campus and in the library
and to add one clerk for service in the Thomas Metcalf Building. This ex-
pansion of our pay roll for new teachers and employees amounts to 171%
per cent.

For fuel, water, light, and power, for supplies of all kinds, for printing,
postage, and advertising, for transportation and communication, for the
care of our grounds, for the expenses of the board of education, for rent
of buildings, and for miscellaneous expenses we ask $19,872 per annum, an
increase of $4,212, or 27 per cent over the actual expenditures for these pur-
poses in the year 1915-16. - This increased appropriation is neeessary, partly
because of the growth of the school, partly because of the. higher cost of
paper, chemicals, and many other supplie§. )

For general repairs we ask $3,500 per annum.

For office and school furniture and equipment, and for. books for the
library, we ask $17,340. Most of this is for the proposed new gymnasium and
new science hall.

For equipping and furnishing the Woman’'s Residence Hall we ask
$28,5600. This includes elevator, electric fixtures, telephone, refrigerating
machinery, laundry equipment, kitchen and dining room equipment, besides
rugs and carpets, bedding and linens, curtainsg and furniture.

Two years ago we asked for $150,000 to build a woman’s dormitory.
This sum would have been sufficient to erect the building as it was planned
at the prices of building materials and labor then prevailing. But the ap-
propriation was cut to $95,000. We were obliged to cheapen the building
and to leave off the porches and south wing. The State Architect estimates
the present cost of these additions at $51,600. For this we are asking.

‘We need more classrooms. Eleven of our regular teachers have no
classrooms that they may call their own, but are obliged to teach, now
here, now there, where a vacant classroom may be found. Consequently
almost every classroom is occupied by classes all day, and the teachers have
no place to work, or to meet students in private conference.

The work in science is now scattered through three buildings making
it necessary to duplicate some apparatus~and to carry apparatus and material
back and forth. It is proposed to erect one large building devoting the
upper floor to chemistry, the second floor to biology, the lower floor to
physics. Such a building with ample laboratories, classrooms and offices
may be erected for $145,000.

The growth of the school combined with the new emphasis upon physical
education makes our gymnasium facilities altogether inadequate. The pres-
ent gymnasium was erected twenty years ago and has been used for both

" sexes. We now propose a separate gymnasium located near the athletic
field for the 320 young men in the normal school and university high school,
estimated cost $70,000.

For an additional boiler, steam tunnels, and piping for these new build-
ings we ask $15,000.

For drives and walks we ask $2,600. ’ .

For remodeling the old heating plant so as to fit it for classes in the
Industrial Arts we ask $5,000.

For paving Main Street from Sudduth Road to Willow Street, and also
the last block on West Mulberry Street, a total university frontage of 1,970
feet, $7,500. '

REPORT OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES.

Mr. Capen, for the committee appointed to select a suitable name
for the women’s dormitory, stated that of the various names proposed
Fell Hall seemed most appropriate and he therefore reported it as the
choice of the committee. This in view of the distinguished public
service of Jesse Fell, especially in his aid in the establishment and’
carly development of the State Normal University.

Mr. Blair moved that the Women’s Building be called Fell Hall.

Carried.



COMMITTEE ON BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS.

The Committee on Buildings and Grounds is not satisfied with the
progress of the work upon the women’s dormitory. The work is not so far
along as it ocught to be at this time. The brick work has been delayed on
the west wing, it still lacks one complete story of completion, and the six
gables are still to build. The concrete work, especially in the upper story
and on the staircase, is not in good condition. The contractor was on hand
yesterday and conferred with the committee. He promised that on Tuesday,
December 26, he would have on hand a force of seven ‘bricklayers and that
the work would be pushed vigorously to completion, that it would be done
by the middle of January. Mr. Fitzsimmons also offered to pay the ex-
penses of an engineer to test the concrete work and the committee accepted
his offer. The committee assured Mr. Fitzsimmons that if the work was
not done by the middle of January according to his promise the board would
assume the duty of completing the work under the terms of Article 6 of the
contract. :

On the east side of the building, in the original plans, there were four
large columns shown. In cutting the building down to meet the appropria-
tion these columns were taken out but the foundations in the original plans
were left, and it is expected that they would be put in, but in drawing up
his working plans the contractor submitted working plans which did not
include these foundations and the architect approved these working plans,
and now the contractor claims exemption from putting the foundations in
on account of the working plans having been accepted. Mr. Dibelka claims
he will have to put them in. In order not to delay the work Mr. Felmley and
Mr. Capen agreed that if he would put them in the matter would be arbi-
trated when the work is completed.

Therefore, we recommend that the engineer be brought here to examine
and pass on the concrete work; that the matter of the foundations be sub-
mitted to arbitration; and if the contractor does not have the work in a fair
way towards completion by the middle of January that the board go ahead
and complete it.

In the opinion of the committee the support of the valley rafters in the
central portion of the roof is inadeguate. The contractor agreed to double
the strength of the support of these valleys. There is also a controversy
about the floor of the attic. He claims that the floor should have a float
finish, but agreed to make it a trowel finish.

term of Chemistry in this institution, take instead a term of work that we
label Physical Science, it being an examination of elementary physical
science and arranged with 1eference to teaching the subject in elementary
schools. .

COMMITTEE ON TEACHERS AND SALARIES.

The Committee on Teachers and Salaries submitted the following
report of teachers recommended for election and salary increases,
resignations, and leaves of absence. The report was unanimously
7 .
approved.
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Your Committee on Teachers and Salaries respectfully recommends:

1. That the resignation of Miss Frances Morehouse be accepted and that
Miss Olive N. Barton, of Princeton, Illinois, be appointed in her stead as
teacher of History and English in the high school department at a salary of
$1,200 for 42 weeks. ’

2. That the resignation of Miss Anna Swainson be accepted and that Miss

Marjorie Nind, of Grand Rapids, Michigan, be appointed teacher of Arts

‘and Crafts for the remainder of the current school year at the rate of §1,400

for 42 weeks. Miss Nind was educated at the Universities of Chicago and
Wisconsin, is a graduate of the latter institution, and is now teaching in the
Hackley Institute at Muskegon.

3. That Mr. D. C. Ridgley be granted leave of absence on half pay during
the remainder of the winter term, the time to be spent in travel and study.

4. That Mr. C. M. Sanford be granted leave of absence for the summer
without pay.

5. That we approve the employment of Miss Mae Knight Steel, of Bloom-
ington, as an assistant teacher of Knglish in the high school at a salary of
$900 for the year, she to perform such clerical duties as may be asslgned by
the president of the Normal University.

6. That Miss Margaret Lee be granted leave of absence without pay for
the remainder of the school year.

7. That Miss Bertram French be appointed assistant librarian at $60 per
month to succeed Miss Gertrude Andrews who resigned September 1

8. That the salary of Mr. Harold F. James, Professor of Art and Design,
be made $2,040 for the current year, an increase of $120 this in recognition of
his extra Saturday extension work.

9. That the wages of Mr, Val Morgan, farm laborer, be raised from $50 to
$60 per month beginning January 1.

10. That while we recognize that several other members of the faculty
merit an increase of salary, in the present condition of our finances we deem
such increase inexpedient. .

The committee recommends the following plan for the organiza-
tion of the faculty into departments, as a supplement to its report
adopted at the June meeting:

1. Education—President Felmley, Associate Professor Holmes, Associate -

Mr. Brown moved that any member of the board who attends
the meeting of the Normal School Council shall have his expenses paid
out of the funds for traveling expenses of the board.

Mr. Felmley, in behalf of the faculty of the State Normal Uni-
versity, invited the members of the board to be the guests of the
faculty at the meeting of the Normal School Council in Springfield on
December 27.

The following resolution was presented by Mr. Baltz and adopted
by the board:

WHEREAS, The teachers in the State schools are not provided for in the
State Teachers Pension Act, and

Whereas, We are aware that the teachers in the State schools are per-
101m1ng a valuable service to the State and its educational interests, and

WHEREAS, Competent people have preferred positions in high schools to
those in a State school because the State Teachers’ Pension Act fails to pro-
vide for teachers in a State school, be it

Resolved, That we favor an amendment to the State Teachers’ Pension
Act which will provide for teachers in the State schools.

Mr. Brown moved that the secretary of this board be instructed
to send to the public school board of Normal a letter of appxeu’ttlon
for the use of their buildings during the last summer term.

Carried.

Mr. Baltz moved that the president of the school request the
members of the board of education of the Normal public school to
grant us space in their buildings during the coming summer for sum-
mer school purposes.

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The following resolution was presetned by Mr. Brown and adopted
by the board:

In order to keep abreast with current movements, be it

Resolved:

1.-That the State Board of Education of Iilinois shall ask the Legis-
lature at its next meeting to appropriate money for teachers’ salaries in
thig institution which shall be commensurate with the increase in the cost
of -living as determined through the most reliable sources of information
available.

2. That the president of the Normal University and the chairman of
the Teachers’ Committee shall so adjust the salaries of all teachers in this
institution as to comply with the first part of this resolution when a detailed
statement of the needs of this institution is presented to the appropriation
committee of the Legislature.

3. That this resolution shall be presented as a supplementary report to
the Legislative Reference Bureau to show that the above resolutions are
only in keeping with the conditions now existing in similar higher insti-
tutions in Illinois and other states.

Mr. Brown moved that the recommendations concerning the
mid-spring term, and touching the summer school, some auxiliary
summer schools, lecturers in the summer school, normal school exten-
sion, correspondence teachers, etc., which were a part of the president’s
report be approved by the board.

Carried. :

Mr. Blair moved that if the president finds that the senior class
desires a speaker for commencement that he be authorized to employ a
speaker, and that this be a permanent arrangement.

Carried.

It was moved and carried that that part of the president’s report
providing for an appropriation of $50 for home gardens he adopted.

Mr. Blair moved that the president appoint three members, be-
sides himself, of the board of education to act as a legislative commit-
tee in securing the askings from the General Assembly; that the four
who shall act shall have the power to decide what items may be elimi-
nated if the need comes, and that they be authorized to make such
additions to our askings as will cover the proposed increase in salaries
for teachers.
