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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

The Commjssion adopted on 18 November 1997 a proposal for a Council Decision 
concerning a multiannual framework programme for actions in the energy sector 
( 1998-2002); Annex V; promotion of Energy Efficiency (SAVE). The proposal is now based 
on Article 175(1) ofthe Treaty which foresees the codecision procedure. On 11 March 1999, 
the Parliament gave its opinion on the first reading. Nineteen amendments were adopted 
by Parliament. 

In general, the Parliament supports the aims and objectives of the SAVE programme. Of the 
amendments proposed, the Commission accepts five without reserve (Nos 2, 3, 7, 10 and 16) 
and one partially after reformulation (No 8). 

Thirteen amendments are not accepted by the Commission for the following reasons: 

• Amendment Nos 1, 6, 9 and 11 (partly) as any initiative of the Commission concerning 
new legislative measures does not depend on the adoption of the SAVE programme. 

• Amendment Nos 13, 15 (partly) and 19 as they reduce the range of the programme.

• Amendment Nos 14 and 15 (partly) as they are outside the programme objectives. 

• Amendment No 4 as the goal of SAVE was only to contribute and not to fully realise the 
objective fixed in 1986. 

• Amendment Nos 5 and 11 (partly) because the objective to improve the energy intensity 
level by 1% proposed by the Commission is already ambitious enough. 

• Amendment Nos 12 and 20 as they create confusion between SAVE on the one hand and 
AL TENER and the 5th Framework Programme on the other hand. 

• Amendment No 18 as it deviates from standard comitology decision. 

The Commission presents in annex the re-examined proposal, which takes into account 
amendments proposed by the Parliament and accepted by the Commission.
