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\flhat was the basic task facing the team of men
which conceived and drafted the Treaty which gave
bhrh to the first Comnunity ? It consisted in visua-
Iizing the new insqitutioiral ftamework necessary
to cope with the sqal,e.'sflaffaiis, structure$ which,
by means of adiiptatiatii of :a'i,proceduril father than
a firndamentnl nilture, were jgiven,,conCrete forrn in
the Treaties of Rgme. ,,Tlre basic ,task ,wils to define
the manner in which top-level decisions concerning
the rnajor policy linqq to be pursued , weie to be
taken and at the same:timc 'to make the'grearesr pos-
sible allowance for the legitimate inrere$t$ and cusrorns
of the individual Member States a$ well' as f6r the
interest of the Community as a whole.

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Does this imply arnendment of the Tteaties ? Pro'
babty it does, although it is not inconceivable that a
procedure might be brought into being providing for
the approval of a resolution. It ,would rnean cloing
what,yolr have done for the purpose$ of your disc,ussions
or for the rneetings which have been oiganized witli
repre$entfltives,of African parliaments,,i.e. introducing
a set ptactice and creating certain' ttaditions. Flere I
slrall \note the example of Great Britain to shorv
thnt a constitution or written 'rules are not alwnys
indispensable to ensure that the padiameniary system
works srnoothly, particularly if ,it is,desired,to have
u live u institutions, by which l rnean institutions
endowed with adnptability.,

:

In any event, carc slrould ,be. taken, to avoid preci-
pitate oction which would,have the,effect of compli-
cating the problems at issue instead of contributigrg
to their .solution. Joint action restrltin$ ,fiom rnature
deliberation on the part of the insrirutions is the
k*y to this additional, and ,in my view essentlal,
guaranree of the efficient functioning of the Com-
munities.

'Let me now deal very briefly 'with another *ujo,
problem that of the rnaiority voting syste-nl by
which decisions are taken by the Council., The joint
consultation process I have described, which was ini-
tiated at permanent representative level ancl subse-
quently transposed to Cou{rcil leveli revealed that
most decisions are accorded a unsnimous vote. From
this to undere$tirnating the importance of the rules
governing the majority vote is but a si€pi Nothing
is more illusory, for it is only by a majority deeision,
whether of a simple or of a qualified majoriry, that
mumal concessions and reciprocal adjustrnents can be
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arrivecl at. Conversely, the unanirnity attaching to the
iight of veto renders such adjustmenrs impossible and
lends either to alignment on the least positive stand.
point or purely and sirnply to paralysis. Ir need scar-
cely be added thar an increase in the number of
Member States would only aggravare such difficulties.

Is it necessnry ro quote concrere instances of pro.
jects approved by this Padiamenr which have fallen
prey to theie circrunstances ? Cases in point include
the setting up of the Buropean University, the merging
of the Executives ancl the establishment of diplomatic
rnissions frorn the Comrnunities in non.member coun.
cries. On the other haud, there have been decisions by
majoriry vote which have proved salutary. As far
as the Euratom Commission is concerned, this applies
to participation in the joinr reacror programrne, on
which the serting.up of the Ardennes Franco-Belgian
power plant depended.

There are, of coruse, fields, such as foreign policy,
where either because of tradirion or because of very
clear-cut inherited national interests, it is scarcely
possible to obtain majoriry decisions immediately.

However, this is no reason for refusin€ to ernbnrk
upon the a Cornnruniry proc€ss . D, i.e. that of joinr
consultation which I described at the beginning of
rny atldress. Thcre rnust be further discussiotr ourcid.
this; that is to say, the interesm of the Communiry
should find expression side by side with those of the
individual Member States. It is also neressary ro pro.
vide for a system under which, after a fixed period,
certain decisions could be taken by majoriry vote.
