The Garter Snake is the most often seen of all the
American snakes. They use their keen sense of smell
to find food. Even when shedding skin has

covered its eyes, a snake can zero in on its next meal.
But garter snakes, like all snakes, don't smell

with their noses, they smell with their tongues. They
flick it out and pick up scent particles. Then flick it in
and lick against the scent-detecting organ in the

roof of the mouth. And they think youd have to be
lower than a snake’s belly to start a forest fire.

The Gray Fox isa srnall fox. It can climb trees
and on occasion, will even make its den in trees It eats
a variety of foods insects, small birds and mice,
even fruit. Because the fox eats fruit, he constantly
scatters their seeds throughout the forest.
In this way, plants are carried into new places. Foxes are
active, moving quickly with cat-like movements.
They're playful and like to pounce in the air in graceful
arches.

The Bullfrog is the largest frog in North America. He's an
amphibian which means he’s at home in or out of the water. 1 he
bullfrog has a deep-pitched croak that sounds like “jug-orum.”

The Skunk has a unique defense against
anyone who bothers him.

The Western lestrelle Bat
