Numerical considerations decisively suggest that the heading (1,1) stands apart from the prophecies.

The prophecies are finalized and canonized by 104 (4x26) verses and 1378 (53x26) words. Sections 4-6, 
dealing with Israel’s future restoration, have 598 (23x26) words. Section 6 stands out by its 204 (4x26) words. 
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Quantitative structural analysis of the book of Micah 
It cannot be excluded that some of the multiples of 17 and 26 are due to coincidence. 

From a logotechnical viewpoint the heading is not integral within the prophecies, precisely as in the book of Joel.

Observation 1  Excluding the heading, the core of the book (1,2-7,20) has 104 (4x26) verses and 1378 words 
(53x26 and the sum of the digits 1-52), which means that the core of the book has been sealed for 100% in 
terms of verses ánd words. This implies that emendations changing the number of words are unacceptable.                

Observation 2 In terms of logotechnique there is no break between Chapter 5 and Chapter 6. Therefore, 
there is no reason for attributing 1-5 to Micah and 6-7 to an older, North-Israelite prophet, also called Micah, 
more precisely, Deutero-Micah (Van der Woude, 195). The real breaks in the text are to be found between 
Part I: 1,2-3,12, Part II: 4,1-6,16, and Part III: 7,1-20. See page 1 above.

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Words ascribed to God in the book of Micah 

It stands to reason that the introductions at the beginning of God’s words are not part of the divine speeches. 
However, the formula   , referring to God’s speaking (4,6 and 5,9), appears to be integral within the 

divine speeches as in the books of Ezekiel, Hosea, Joel, Zephaniah, Haggai, Zechariah, and Malachi. In any case, 
the function of the formula is to stress the divine character of the words ascribed to God.  

Column 1: The numbering of the words ascribed to God (Ns.).  
Column 2: The texts in which they are to be found (Text). 
Column 3: The addressees (Addressee).  
Column 4: The number of words in the introductions (Introduction). 
Column 5: The words in the utterances ascribed to God (WAG).
